Social Stratification 324 
Level and Length of course - advanced level course of 3 hours a week. 

Prerequisite-Sociology 121 

An analysis of the main features of social inequality in modern industrial 
societies. Analysis of the distribution of power and wealth, the existence 
of 'power elites' or 'governing classes', comparative community power 
s tructures, the institutionalisation of class conflicts, problems of 
social mobility, the political expression of clsss and status groups, 
will all be dealt with. Also, a critical examination of varying sociolo­
gicbl - _ perspectives on stra tification, bo t h Classical (Marx, Weber) 
and Contemporary (Functionalists and Conflict theorists). 

Change - This is a new course.
