to begin a student-athlete [T
career that would establish |

him as one of the most pro-
lific athletes in the history
of this University. A fine
student and Keen athletic |
competitor, Bob went on to

win national recognition by
virtually rewriting the
CIAU basketball records of
the time. One of his most
memorable achievements

was setting a single game scoring record of 60 points. His con-
summate sKills and dedication earned him the honour of being
named the top basKetball player in the country by the Canadian
Intercollegiate News. After a distinguished career as athletics direc-
tor at Old Town Maine High School from 1972 until his death in
1994, Bob Lahey left a legacy of performance in life that will remain
deeply rooted at Saint Mary's University.

season, compiled a 7-1 record by
Christmas then won 15 of
their last 17 games for a season
total of 22 wins. In their final
11 games, the HusKies aver- |
aged an incredible 86 points a
game. During that stretch, they
unseated Acadia Axemen as
AIAA conference champions;
KnocKed off Windsor Lancers 91-84 in CIAU semifinal overtime;
then defeated Lakehead 79-67 to give Saint Marys its first-ever
national championship.
