Editorial

FEW THINGS would prove more mspiring than a glance backward through the
stirring years of Santamarian history. It is a long vista in which one may see writ large
on every side heroic sacrifice, and stubborn determination, and steadfast, unwavering
devotion to the high ideals of Catholic education. OFf this self-sacrifice and uncompro-
mising courage has Saint Mary’s been fashioned to her present greatness. She is not
great in physical size, perhaps, but undeniable great is her stature in what is inestimably
more important—in her accomplishment and in her Spirit.

Of all those whose support and loyalty have made the pages of Santamarian history
tich in splendid detail, none have added chapters more glowing than the various arch-
bishops who have held ecclesiastical authority in the archdiocese of Halifax down through
the years. From the beginning they realized the important task of the College in the
religious and cultural formation of Catholic youth in Halifax and no effort was spared,
no matter how arduous or costly, in securing the realization of this aim, That we are
this year, celebrating the Centennial of Saint Mary’s is ample testimony to the efficacy
of their care.

With a century long vista of splendid achievement behind her, St. Mary’s now
looks forward confidently to the labors of the future, with firm faith in the nobility of
her mission and in her ability to fulfill it

DURING the year the College has been the recipient of kindnesses too numerous
tomention. Yet, in our gratitude we cannot but acknowledge the outstanding generosity
of His Grace, the Archbishop; Right Rev. W. Burns, V.G.; the Reverend Clergy; the
Convent of the Sacred Heart: Mount St. Vincent College; the Halifax Infirmary; St.
Joseph’s Orphanage; the donors of medals for Convocation; the ladies who organized
the Faculty Tea and the Centenary Bridge.
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THOUGH it was not until 1841 that Saint
Mary's College was officially recognized and
formally founded as a Catholie establishment
fer higher education in the diocese of Halifix
yet the urgent need for such an institution
was realized as early as 1802 by Right Reverend
Edmund Burke, first Vicar Apostolic of Nova
Beotia. In that year Bishop Burke, in the face
of the existing penal laws, had a two storey
house erected on the comer of Barrington
Street anid Spring Garden Road, which was to
serve as his college. It was his intention
quietly to conduct a private school and thus
he hoped to afford the officials no grounds for
complaint. His two great obstacles, however,
BARRINGTON AND SPRING GARDEN ROAL were a strong non-<atholic prejudice against
such a move, as well as difficulty in obtaining
capable teachers. Because of a law which prohibited the incoming of foreign clergymen, the Jatter difficulty
was to prove insurmountable.

Very little more is heard of educational matters until 1818 when Bishop Burke could write to a friend
that he had for some time been surreptitiously conducting classes in philosophy and theology at the Glebe
House. Bishop Burke's strong weapon was his pen and thiz he used with great force and skill until in 1820
he succeeded in breaking down the barrier of public opinion and was able to carry on his educational work
in public.

In the fall of that year Bishop Burke opened a boys” school and college in the building which he had
constructed for that purpose in 1802 and in his letters he reports that one hundred boys enrolled in the first
year. Bishop Burke died in the fall of that year and little is to be found in the records of the time about the
success or failure of his educational venture. But, whatever the result may have been, it was to form the
fruitful seed of Catholic education in Halifux.

SAINT MARY'S "SEMINARY"

The year 1838 found the Catholics of Halifax again showing their
interest in the all important matter of education and under the inspiration
of Right Reverend Bishop Fraser they founded a college for the higher
education of the Catholic young men of the diocese. This institution was
known as Saint Mary's Senunary and 1t was situated on Grafton Street,
on the site of the prezent Saint Mary’s Girls’ School. The first principal
of the Seminary was Reverend Father R. B. O'Brien, D.D., and, amongst
other professors, the staff, numbering seven in all, included Reverend
Fathers, L. ]. Dease and Michael Hannan, afterwards Archbishop,

The College opened in the fall of 1839 without any financial assistance
from or official recognition on the part of the provineial government of the
time and 1t became apparent to Bishop Fraser that the number of Catholics
in the Halifax Diocese was far too small to be able to support for long an
mnstitution like Saint Mary's Seminary.  Accordingly, in 1841, he deter-
mined to make application to the Legislature for recognition and financial
assistance and on the 17th of March he succeeded, with the help of some
influential friends, in having a measure, carrying the title: “An Act for
Incorporating the Trustees of Saint Mary's College at Halifax,” introduced
in the House of Assembly. This Bill was passed on the 20th of March
of the same year and the young College was officially launched on its career
as an institution of higher learning.

5t. Mary's Seminary still remained under the principalship of Reverend
Dr. O'Brien and the curriculum was extended to embrace more Mathe- S s
matics as well as a much more complete course in English. In the spring GRATTON STAEET
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of 1841 a public examination of the Seminary took place.  Several members of the House of Assembly as
well as civic authorities and members of the clergy attended and were highly gratified at the compre-
henstveness and facility with which the pupils answered questions 1n all their subjects.

CHARTER 1IN PERPETUITY

The College continued much in this manner until 1852 when it became necessary to have
a new Act passed, as the power conferred by the Act of 18341 was granted for only eleven
years. Thus, on April 8, 1852, the New Act was passed making the privileges of Sunt Mary's College
charter perpetual.  Two years after this date the College came under the patronage of the Most Reverend
William Walsh, DD, and the president at that time was Reverend Michael Hannan,

In the fall of 1868 Saint Mary's College, as it
was henceforth to be known, came under the capable
direction of the Christian Brothers of the Congreg:
tion of Saint John Baptist de la Salle. At this time
the site of the College was transferred to Belle Air
Terrace and Agricola Street where a suitable building
had been procured, The firss president of the new
regime was Brother Jeffrey and the institution waz
under the patronage of Archhishop Connolly. The
curriculum besides including mest of the subjects
previously taught, was extended to embrace a come
mercial course for young men whe intended to muke
business their profession. This fact is interesting,
in that it is the first indication of a deviation from

T e the primary purpose of the college, which was to give

proper education to young men who intended to stady

for the priesthood. Thus Saint Mary's College continued until the departure of the Christian Brothers from
Halifax in the Spring of 1876,

In the fall of 1876 Saint Mary's College once more took up its abode in the old College Building on
Grafton Street and it agiin came under the direction of the secular priests, Reverend E. . Murphy became
its first president and was later succeeded by Reverend Richard Kearns. The staff of this period included
Professor J. B. Currie, a graduate of the Jesuit College of Stonyhurst and of London University, who was
brought out from England to teach the Senior Class and a Professor Frank Purcell who was in charge of the
lower classes. Both men were excellent teachers and the success of this period of Suint Mary's College
History is greatly due to their untiring efforts and faithful service. It was in this manner that Catholic educa-
tion was carried on in Hahfax until 1881 when financial as well as other reasons forces Saint Mary's College
to close its doors for several vears,

MR. PATRICK POWER

On February 23, 1881, Halifax, by the death of
Mr. Patrick Power, lost one of its best known and moeat
influential business men, Mr. Power held a warm spot in
his heart for the ideals of Catholic Education and for this
purpose he left a most generous bequest for the founding
of & Catholic Institution for Higher Education in Halifax
under the direction of the Jesuit Fathers,

The cauze of Catholic Education in Halifax between
1888 and 1898 was ably upheld by an American branch
of the La Salle Christian Brothers, This order came to
Halifax in 1888 and opened their La Salle Academy in a
building on South 5t. just below Barrington Street and
in the following year they moved to the building on
Barrington Street which 15 now occupied by Saint
Theresa’s Retrear.  Because these Christian Brothers
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did mot avail themselves of the full powers of Saint Mary's charter, by conferring degrees, it is doubtful
whether their educational activities form part of the History of Saint Mary's College. However, La
Salle Academy is significant and deserves mention here as being the only Catholic institution of Higher
Education in Halifux for a period of twenty-two years prior to 1903 and the work the Christian
Brothers did in giving the young men of the time a preparatory education is worthy of more praise
than present space will allow,

By 1903 Halifax had been without a Catholic College of any
kind for five years. Lack of finances was again the deterring factor
and Archbishop O'Brien had by this time made several unsuccessful
attempts to bring the Jesuits to Halifax and s0 to avail himself of the Power
money. Finally withour that aid, but with the generous voluntary contributions
of the Catholic laity, he erected the present College building at the intersection
of Quinpool Road and Windsor Street.  The direction of this college was placed
m the hands of the secular clergy under the principalship of Right Reverend
Monsignor Kennedy who was succeeded after an interval of a few years by
Right Reverend Monsignor McManus, The staff at that time included two
very notable savants, Professor W. F, P. Stockley, a graduate of Trinity College,
Dublin, and Professor C. Maxwell Drennan, of Cambridge. Both men were
very highly accomplished and did much to raise the standard of Saint Mary's
College.

IRISH CHRISTIAN BROTHERS

Barrington Street The year 1913 found Archbishop McCarthy endeavouring further to obtain
the generous legacy left by Mr. Patrick Power in 1881.  After much discussion the courts of the time
decided that, several attempts to bring the Jesuit Fathers to Halifax having failed, the money should be
used to further Catholic Education in this city, Accordingly, with this new aid the College building was im-
proved and enlarged to the extent of the present building. And the Christian Brothers of Ireland, accepting
the vitation of the Archbishop, undertock the direction of the College. The first president under the
new administration was Reverend Brother P. J. Culhane and his three companions of the early years of
their regime were Reverend Brothers Caornelius, Sterling and Birmingham,

The first great step taken by the Irish Christian Brothers toward a better realization of the educational
requirements of the Catholic young men of the Halifax diocese took place in 1916, In that year Saint Mary's
College became affiliated with the Nova Scotia Technical College and a three year engineering course was
added to the curriculum, which prepared the student to proceed to the Technical College to complete his
studies for the degree of Bachelor of Engineering. This affiliation has proved very beneficial to Suint Mary's
College and many students have since availed themselves of its advantages.

SAINT MARY'S AND THE EXPLOSION

On the 6th of December, 1917, the disastrous Halifax explosion occurred, causing thousands of deaths
as well as vast property damage. Happily, none of the students in attendance at St. Mary's at the time
received any serious permanent injury, but the college building like all the others in the vicinity suffered
severely. Classes were suspended for the time heing and the building was placed at the disposal of the
United States Army Medical Corps which had come from Boston to help care for the victims. When the
immediate emergency had passed and the regular civil and military hospitals found themselves in a position
to absorb the remaining patients at Saint Mary’s, the College once more reverted to its original purposes.

Shortly after this, official recognition of the high position which Saint Mary’s College held among the
institutions of Higher Education throughout the provinee, wis shown, when on the 26th of April, 1018,
the Legislature passed 2 measure which bore the title: " An Act toamend the Law Respecting Saint Mary's
College, Halifax.”™ The first clause of this Act runs as follows: “Be it enacted by the Governor, Council and
Assembly, as follows:—Saint Mary’s College, Halifax, originally incorporated by Chapter 39 of the Acts
of 1841, shall cantinue to be deemed and taken to be a university, with all the necessary and usual privileges
exercised by universities, including the power of conferring Degrees in Arts, and in all the other faculties.”
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SAINT MARY'S GRANTS DEGREES

After the passing of this act, Saint Mary’s College availed itself of the privileges conferred upon it
by the Legislature and granted Degrees in Arts and Science as well as Diplomas in Engineering. Later a
faculty of Commerce was added to the curriculum as well as a two year course in Business Training. The
year 1918 was also followed by a pericd of steady progress and each year saw maore and more young men
receiving degrees and going forth to make a name for themselves in the life of the Church, State, and the
various professions for which they had been fitted by their College trammng.

The continuaus progress of Saint Mary’s College under the Christian Brothers of Ireland also showed
itgelf in @ number of improvements to the building, Classroom aceommodation was increased and the Science
Laboratories were improved and fully equipped to meet all college requirements in Chemistry, Physics, and
Enzineering, These improvements reached a culminating point in 1938 with the establishment of a new and
arger library containing some six thousand volumes for study and research as well as over three hundred
volumes for reference.

JESUITS ASSUME DIRECTION

In September, 1940, a faculty of Jesuits assumed direction of St. Mary's College. Very Reverend C, [,
Keating, 8.]., became the first rector of the Jesuits at Saint Mary’s and his faculty for the first year was
cemposed of five other Jesuit fathers, four scholastics, and five lay professors. In their firse yeur at St Mary's
College the Jesuits made very few changes and the institution carried on much as it had before, though there
were many indications that in the capable hands of the Society of Jesus, Saing Mary's College 1s bound for
even greater things in the future than it has achieved in the past.
