FATHER KEATING

In the last issue of the Journal we featured
the thrilling prospeet of the growth and expan-
sion of Saint Mary’s University in its beautiful
new setting at Gorsebrook. : :

The announcement of that undertaking,
which holds such great promise for the future,
came as 4 dramatic and fitting close to the term
of office as President of Saint Mary’s of Rev.
C. J. Keatine, 9.7, Faather Keating will long
be rememhered here as Saint Mary’s first
Jesuit President. ;

Father Keating's work in behall of Saint
Mary's, culminating in the announesment of
the purchase of the new campus, will not soon
he forgotten amongsi us. His interest in ath-
letics; his suceessful efforts to improve the
status of the C.OT.C.: his encouragement of
all College societies and activities: for these,
as well as for so many little acts of generosity
that went unnoticed, we owe him a great debt
of gratitude. ‘

Father Kealing possesses three greal Lraits
of character that without doubt contributed
largely to his success as President. They are
tact, polish and affahility. As he was always
easy of access to the students, Father Keat-
ing’s advice has meani much to many a
troubled boy. With such a capable leader at
the helm, Saint Mary's eould not help bat make
progress an all lines.

But, as is the tradition of his Order, when
called to a new post, inconspicuously he packed
his hags and left. There were no farewell
speeches or presentafions, “no fanfare — no
trumpets"; he left only a fond remembrance.

Now Father Keating is earvying on his work
in another sphere—as Professor of the Hu-
manities at Loyola College, Montreal. He i
[ree, for a time at least, from the heavy bur-
dens and responsibilities of office, ziving him-
self more directly to the work of forming
Christian men—the work he has so much at
heart. In this change Loyola gains a truly
capable professor: Saint Mary's loses a true
friend.

SCIIO0L JOURNALISEM
When we consider the importance of Jour-
nalism in the world at the present time, the
value of HBehool Journalism also becomes evi-

denl. Every day we see that tremendous pro-
pazanda agent linown as the Press wicld its

inflaence on the peoples of the world,. We know
what a great help complete control of the Press
has been to the vise ol the totalitarian powers.
We also know what harm ean be done in our
own country by a completely free Press con-
trolled not even by a moral code.

The power of the newspaper is tremendous.
It formz and decides the attitude of countless
millions on all important questions, The printed
word, be it truth or lie, commands an instine-
tive respeet from most of hamanity—*"there it
iz in blaek and white” is, for many, proofl of
unguestionahle truth.

Where does the School Press fil into this
picture of world-wide influence? At the very
top, for it is in the schools of teday that the
editors and publishers of lo-morrow are heing
trained (or so it should be, atl least). In the
gehools of today they are developing their fu-
ture policice which will determine the guality
af Journalism in vears (o come.

Increasing numbers of Cathelic college men
will interesl themselves in this voeation. Cath-
olic Journalists could do much to eounteract
the influenee of those who present a purely
materialistic and pagan concepl of life to their
readers. The Church will need capable defen-
ders to fight her hattles in the social npheavals
which will follow the present war.

It is said that great events have small be-
pinnings. Perhaps even here om the Saint
Mary's Journal some future publisher may see
his first colomn printed. That is why we were
disappoinied at the small response to an appeal
for Journal workers. That is why we hope that
more Santamarians will show their School
Spirit by volunteering for this all-important
work,
