“that Senate considers the report from the Department satisfactory, 
and supports the continuation of the current Majors in the program, 
including Classics, French and Spanish, with the exception that 
German continues to be offered as a Minor.”

.b MPHEC Name Change Proposal from the Spanish Program, 
Department of Modern Languages and Classics, circulated as 
Appendix C.

 It was noted that although MPHEC does not approve changes to 
Minors, the Senate would have to approve a name change for 
the Minor in Spanish to change it to Minor in Spanish and 
Hispanic Culture.

to change the name of the Spanish program as follows: 
o from: Major in Spanish; to: Major in Spanish and Hispanic 

Culture 
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o from: Concentration in Spanish; to: Concentration in Spanish 
and Hispanic Culture 

o from: Certificate in Spanish Language and Hispanic Culture; to: 
Certificate in Spanish and Hispanic Culture.”

“that the Senate approves the proposed change to the Minor in 
Spanish as follows: 
o From: Minor in Spanish to the Minor in Spanish and Hispanic 

Culture.
