Maine.

A specialist in modern U.S.
history, Dr. Carrigan taught
at Xavier College in Sydney,
Nova Scotia, and at Waterloo
Lutheran University in
Waterloo, Ontario, before

Author of Canadian Party
Platforms, 1867-1968, a book
published by Copp Clark, Dr.

He is currently
preparing a book on
Canadian-American relations
for publication by Copp
Clark.

The Chancellor (serving ex
officio) : Most Rev. James Hayes,
archbishop of Halifax, was born
here in 1924. A 1943 graduate of
Saint Mary’s with a B.A. degree,
the archbishop studied theology
at Holy Heart Seminary and was
ordained into the priesthood in
1947.

Ten years later, he
graduated ‘‘Summa cum
Laude’’ from Angelicum

University in- Rome, with a
doctorate in canon law.

Consecrated a bishop in
1965, Most Rev. Hayes was
named apostolic ad-
ministrator of the Halifax
archdiocese in 1966. A year
later, Pope Paul VI appointed
him archbishop.

He has long been in-
terested in work of Chris-
tian unity, and was instru-
mental in establishing an
inter-faith study group of
priests and ministers in
Halifax.

The Vice-Chancellor
(serving ex officio): Rev.
Colin Campell, M.S.W., P.P,,

astor of  Saint Thomas
“Aquinas Parish and vicar-
general of the Archdiocese of
Halifax, was born in Port
Hood in Inverness County,
Nova Scotia.
~ Graduated from SMU in
1952, he studied at Holy
Heart Seminary and was
ordained in 1956.
