FAMED SANTAMARIAN DIES

Rev. Ambrosius Czako, former professor of history of
art and Professor Emeritus at Saint Mary’s University
passed away in Owen Sound September 27 at the age
of 87.

Father Czako6 was born in Hungary when it was still

part of the old Austro-Hungarian empire. He studied at
four universities and later taught at the Training College
for Secondary Teachers in Budapest. ,
In 1918, Dr. Czak6é worked with the leaders of the
October Revolution and helped to establish the
short-lived Hungarian Republic. After its collapse, he
was persecuted and fled to Vienna where he lived in
exile for three years. He came to Canada as a political
refugee in 1928 and for a number of years edited a
cultural periodical in Hungarian. He also had several
books published in Hungarian, German and English.

He was a member of the faculty of Saint Mary’s from
1951 to 1967 when he retired and moved to Owen
Sound, Ontario.

Funeral service for Father Czaké took place October
1 with burial at Saint Mary’s Cemetery, Owen Sound.

Guest
speakers since that time have included provincial
premiers, prominent statesmen and even an occasional
sports celebrity.

Through the years, the annual dinner has been
distinguished by its culinary excellence. Those attending
in the past are aware that the menu is one in which the
chef takes particular pride. This year, to accommodate
the greater numbers expected, he has arranged a
special buffet.
