The bottom of the big time

Onstage they are vibrant and 
energetic in performances that 
crackle with an incredible 
amount of excitement. Offstage 
they're the six guys from Saint 
Mary 's who are making the Big 
Time sit up and take notice. 

Blane Touesnard, Jeff Near­
ing, Mike Fougere, Aaron Samp­
son, Daryl Gaines and David 
Waugh are all students or alum­
ni who have made music their 
career with the rock band ICU 
- a band which is making suc­
cess its catch word. 

ICU's beginnings saw the 
group playing high school dances 
and local Halifax night­
clubs , but they won a 
Cover Band of the Year 
award in 1988 and nev­
er looked back. Their 
big break, they say, 
was when the Stu­
dents ' Association 
made the decision 
to allow them to 
play the Gorse­
brook Lounge on 
a semi-regular 
basis. The stu­
dent venue 
meant they were able to 
experiment with their own music 
and iron out the kinks in their 
sound. 

Since then , ICU has been 
busy writing original songs and 
winning even more awards. At 
the 1989 Maritime Music 
Awards they clinched the Sin­
gle of the Year award for "Don't 
Turn Your Back" and were 
named Recording Band of the 
Year, but all the hard work and 
dedication took them even high­
er when they won Nova Sco­
tia' s Ultimate Deal Competi­
tion. 

Pitted against bands from 
around the province, expecta-

tions for ICU's success ran high. 
With what has become typical 
style for the band, they handled

out on top. 
The ultimate victory over 

their rivals handed them a $ I 000 
gift certificate from Yamaha, a 
recording grant worth $50,000, 
and the sweetest deal of all - a 
recording contract with A&M 
Records of Canada. The deal 
offers A&M's production, mar­
keting, and promotional exper­
tise along with national distri­
bution of a new album giving 
ICU the nation-wide exposure 
they 've been waiting for. 

With a single release of "A 

Different Place" scheduled for 
June and a mid-July release of 
their album Stand On Your Own, 
the band is reaching new heights. 

In the works for ICU is a 
cross-Canada tour in Septem­
ber that has been sweetened 
with an offer by A&M to treat 
the band as signed artists rather 
than contest winners. The inter­
est shown by the record corpo­
ration hands the group a deal 
backed by promotions staff that 
feature a promise for at least 
two albums . Both will be 
released nationally. 

The new found attention 
hasn' t changed the members of 
the band much, except to com­
pel those still at Saint Mary ' s 
to take a year off from their 
studies . The university is far 

from being at the back

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Jane Roy juggles job and a growing family 

The best of both worlds

HE MAHOGANY 
desk in Jane Roy's 
Duke Tower office is 
immaculate. Only a 
small calculator and a 

pen lie neatly to one side of the large 
desk. Usually there is a stack of 
paper-filled file folders on her desk, 
but they have been put aside briefly 
for this visit. 

As comptroller and corporate sec­
retary of Halifax Developments Ltd., 
Jane Roy (nee Colbert), BComm '84, 
handles an amazing amount of infor­
mation daily. As company senior 
financial officer, she is in charge of 
the financial affairs of a company 
which owns much of Halifax's prime • 
real estate, including Scotia Square 
and Barrington Place malls, Duke 
Tower, Barrington Tower, Cogswell 
Tower, the Bank of Commerce 
Building and the Trade Mart 

The company also owns five 
downtown apartment buildings as 
well as 50 percent of Park Lane Mall 
and the Park Lane office building. 
Traded on the Toronto Stock 
Exchange, it is I 00 percent publicly owned, 
with 41 percent and 36 percent of the com­
pany shares owned respectively by the 
Nova Scotian Jodrey and Sobey families. 
The remaining 23 percent is owned by 
minority shareholders 

Roy, 29, knew she wanted a business 
career even while attending Dartmouth's 
Prince Andrew High School, but back then 
she opted for science courses. 

"There were accounting courses, but I 
never took any," she recalls with a slight 
laugh. "Girls with high marks usually took 
science courses then. But I knew right from 
scratch that I wanted to go into business. I 
figured it would be accounting. I had no 
real practical experience, but I knew that 
business was where I was going to go. 
Luckily, I liked it." 

After graduating from high school with

honors, she applied only to Saint Mary's 
University because she had heard "that it 
was the best place to go" for a commerce 
degree. While there she met her husband 
John Roy, BComm '82, now a partner at 
Doane Raymond. They were married in 
1987, and currently live in Bedford 

In 1984 with her Commerce degree in 
hand, Roy went off to article as a chartered 
accountant student at the Halifax offices of 
Thorne Ernst and Whinney, now known as 
Peat Marwick Thorne. She received her 
chartered accountant designation there, 
earning the third highest mark in the 
Atlantic Provinces on her final exams. 

While at Thorne Ernst and Whinney she 
worked in the auditing department provid­
ing auditing, tax and accounting services 
to a wide range of corporations and indi­
vidual clients. During her last year there 

she became the office quality con­
trol manager. 

In 1989, she joined Halifax 
Developments Ltd., assuming her 
current position. 

Roy's combination of commerce 
degree and chartered accountant des­
ignation are qualities most compa­
nies look for when it comes to hir­
ing financial officers. 

"Working as a CA in public 
accounting gives you a really good 
practical background," she says, 
"You deal with so many various 
sized companies in various indus­
tries, and you really learn how to 
deal with people." 

The arrival eight months ago of 
her first child, Craig, has brought 
some changes to Roy's career. In 
March, she became the first wom­
an at Halifax Developments Ltd. to 
adopt a four-day work schedule, a 
move she made to spend more time 
with her son. Always an organized 
person, she became even more 
organized, and more adept at dele­
gating work to the staff of seven 
she supervises. 

"My day is planned," she smiles. 
"This has never been a nine-to-five 
job, and since Craig has come it's 

been a bit of a challenge. It means I have 
to delegate effectively, and use my time 
effectively." 

On a personal level, she has also tem­
porarily given up her curling and tennis 
hobbies, hoping to get back into action next 
year. 

"Of course, you read all the time about 
super-moms, but I don't think you can do 
everything. I think sometimes you have 
to sacrifice, especially if you want to have 
a family ." Looking down the road into the 
future, Roy sees little change in her life, 
except for the addition of another child. 
"I'm happy where I am professionally and 
I like this company, it has a lot to offer," 
Roy says. "I don ' t know how many oth­
er companies in this area would interest 
me. Right now, I have the best of both 
worlds."

Taking care of business

ACK IN 1990, Carla Hagan 
was fresh out of Saint 
Mary's with a BA in psy­
chology and a decision to 
make. What did she want to 

do with her life? 
"I had been considering the idea of 

opening my own store throughout uni­
versity." she says. "I kept asking myself, 
'do I want to continue on with my edu­
cation now, or shall I open a store at this 
point in time? Shall I stay in Halifax, or 
consider another location?' It just so hap­
pened that the time was right for me to 
open my boutique." 

A model in her teens, Hagan had found 
the makeup and aesthetics side of the fash­
ion business more interesting than posing 
for the camera. "Modeling was not a 
major focus in my life," she explained 
with a shrug. 

She had studied aesthetics and had 
been experimenting with her own line of 
cosmetic and skin care products. She was 
also confident a shop carrying cosmetic 
lines for women of all racial backgrounds 
would fill a need in the Halifax market­
place, a need that had long been ignored, 
or not considered, by a predominately, 
white business community. "I felt almost 
an obligation to provide (a store) because 
there was a need," she said. "If you look at 
the cosmetics market here, 90 percent caters 
to Caucasian women and men, and that to 
me, in a province that has such a large pop­
ulation of visible races, is ridiculous." 

Hagan did her own market research, 
using the statistic-gathering skills that had 
been part of her psychology studies. "A lot 
of people asked me why, if I was going to 
open a shop, I didn't take Commerce," she 
laughs. "I just said 'how many people do 
you know who took Commerce and then 
opened their own business." 

She put on paper a business proposal 
that "went through every glitch and showed 
that I could do it", settled on Halifax's mul­
ti-cultural Gottingen Street for a store loca-

tion, and then went knocking on bank man­
ager doors for a business loan. 

She came face-to-face with what she 
calls "the three strikes". 

"You got the old ' very interesting, but 
.. . "' the twenty-something Hagan recalls. 
"If they had even taken the time. They were 
saying 'it's a unique new business and it is 
going to be located in the Gottingen St. area 
- it will fail. Number two, it 's a black per­
son opening the business, and number three, 
it's a woman.' It's quite a battle. You have 
to really get in there and stick to your guns. 

"I was prepared for it mentally, with the 
help of my family and a few good friends , 
but still, there 's nothing like the cold hand 
of reality when it touches you." 

But Hagan stuck to her guns. She 
secured a bank loan, and put up her own 

savings. When the shop opened in 
September 1990, it did so with a care­
fully chosen name, International Equi­
ss. "International speaks for itself, Equi­
ss is 'essence' in an African dialect," 
says Hagan, who at an early age came 
to Halifax with her parents from the 
West African country of Ghana. She 
takes great pride in retaining her 
African culture, as well as being Cana­
dian. 

"The name encompassed every­
thing" I wanted to say. I wanted a shop 
that you could come to for products or 
to receive special aesthetic services 
whether you were Caucasian, whether 
you were black, Indian or oriental, etc.," 
she says. 

"The whole concept encompassed 
the image I wanted the boutique to pro­
ject, and also my own ideas about how 
I see Canada, and the diversity of peo­
ple who are its citizens." A year later 
the shop, like so many other small busi­
nesses, was caught in the recession 
crunch. "If there is no money in the sys­
tem, the first things to go are services 
and luxury items," Hagan says. 

She closed the store in late 1991, 
making a tough decision she accepted 
philosophically. "The conditions were 
right for me to open a store, the eco-
nomic climate was bad. You have to 

look at this and say" I'm here today, I'll 
be here tomorrow. Life is a matter of the 
choices and the experiences we have in our 
lives that help us grow as human beings. 
I've been blessed with a lot of both so far." 

Hagan is again using the psychology 
background in her current job as the race 
relations officer for the Multicultural Asso­
ciation of Nova Scotia. Appointed to the 
six-month term position in March, Hagan 
has the mandate of researching key aspects 
of race relations issues in Nova Scotia. She 
is developing a race relations module to be 
implemented by the faculty and adminis­
trators of educational institutions, and oth­
er race relations officers in the province. 

''I'm looking at issues that pertain to 
race relations and its importance in educa­

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NIGHTS IN SHIN­
ING armour come in 
strange disguises 
these days. Eric Mil­
lege (BComm '72), 

President of Ortho Pharmaceuticals, 
doesn't look the part. His armour is 
an impeccable business suit, his steed 
the planes that carry him almost con­
tinuously round the world and his weapons 
modem pharmaceutical drugs. His crusade is 
simple, to help run a successful business that 
improves the quality of our lives. 

Eric Joined Ortho, a division of pharma­
ceutical giant Johnson & Johnson, on gradu­
ation and has been high on the wonders of 
modern drugs ever since. 
"In 1950, average life 
expectancy was 65, now it 
is 80," he says, pointing out 
that those extra years are 
good ones . "Look at how 
you treat ulcers today. When 
my father's generation had 
ulcers they ended up in hos­
pital with surgery and spe­
cial diets. Today people with 
ulcers take products which 
slow down acid production 
and give the ulcers a chance to heal." 

Drugs can also save dollars. Talk­
ing in U.S . figures , Eric says, "Fifty 
per cent of a person's health care costs 
occur in the last six months of life 
because of hospitalization. If you can 
treat a patient for pneumonia and get them 
out of hospital three days earlier, you have saved 
major medical expenses. Is paying $20 a day for drugs 
unreasonable?" Statistics show using pharmaceutical 
intervention in health care is less expensive than using 
hospitals. 

A great place to work 
Eric Millege finds excitement in every work­

ing day. Of the pharmaceutical industry, he 
says, "IL.attracts very highly motivated 
individuals. I go to work and meet some of 
the brightest scientists you can find . I go 
home at the end of the day and I feel as if I ­
have helped make a small improvement in 
the treatment of illness." 

How can a business man handle the science? 
"I have had to work very hard to learn basic 
science and pharmaceuticals. In our business 
you could not do it without this knowledge, it is 
so heavily involved in science." He adds , "The 
company is full of scientists trying to figure out

how to read financial statements 
and business people how to under­
stand pharmacology." 

Adventure began 
atSMU 

The sense of excitement and 
adventure is a central theme of 
Eric Millege's life and he credits 
much of his early success to his 

willingness to go anywhere and do any­
thing. When he was a student, he says, "I 
didn ' t have funds to pay for tuition so I 
flew to Vancouver to get a job for the sum­
mer. I found myself working in Yukon 
and Alaska on exploration work ... my first 
job was digging soil samples. I did every-

thing from acquiring a 
blasting licence to learn­
ing how to run a staking 
project." How did he 
learn? "I lived with a 
crew of geologists. We 
lived on a mountain top 
and stayed up all night 
talking about geology." 
In his third year, he was 
asked to be a project 
manager. "I had a bud­
get of $250,000, more 

money than I'd ever dreamed of. It was 
a thrilling and adventurous time of my 

life .. .it gave me more than enough to pay 
for a car and tuition and when I came back I 

knew my career would eventually take me to many 
different places." 

There was one change of plans, however . "My 
aim was to graduate, work for two years and go to 

law school," he says. When he told Ortho this, "They 
said, 'Give us a year and we will give you a year of mar­
keting training, then if you want to go to law school...'." 

He adds wryly, "19 years later!" Eric moved rapidly 
up Ortho ' s corporate ladder and says, "Fortunately 
my wife Barbara was also flexible and venturesome 
and when the opportunities came we took them. We 
moved seven times and saw all of Canada and even­
tually moved to New Jersey." He concedes that 
joining Ortho·was partly luck and says, "I could 
not market cigarettes or alcohol, but marketing 
health care and investing in research and devel­
opment...it really is very exciting." 

The Drug Business 
Talking to Eric Millege results in a 

new view of giant drug companies and 
a better understanding of the need for 
patent protection for new drugs . He 
explains, "The average cost of a drug 
today, from the start when

you discover the compound, then do safety studies, all through 
to completion is $250 million. If the product is patented for 17 
years, and it takes an !,iVerage of 12 years of testing; by the time 
you get it to market you have only five years to recoup your 
investment." 

Eric Millege is the consummate politician, but he came close 
to losing his cool when asked about generic drug companies. 
"We do not have a problem with generic products," he says, "pro­
vided there is initial protection in place. I do not believe you can 
maintain a healthy industry and encourage 
research and development if you do not pro­
vide the researcher with some protection." 
He explained by using an analogy: "I go out 
and invest $250 million to try and find oil. I 
strike oil and sell it at $20 a gallon. Some­
one comes along .. . and drops a well right into 
my well without having to spend a dime on 
exploration. They begin to pump the same 
oil and sell it at $10 and tell the public, 'why 
pay more?"' Under that sort of regime, he 
believes, research dries up and improvements 
to the quality of life slow down. 

Canada recently reimposed patent protec­
tion for new drugs, redressing what Eric describes 
as, "something no other country had done." 
Under Canadian law, even when a company 
had patented a drug, another company could 
copy it, provided they paid the discoverer a 
four per cent royalty . This led to the virtual 
collapse of the pharmaceutical industry in Cana­
da, although, says Eric, "Ortho and Johnson 
& Johnson stayed in for the long haul and are 
now in a strong position." 

Modern miracles 

The pill 

Contraception remains the backbone of Ortho. Does Eric, a 
catholic who attended Saint Mary ' s in its Jesuit days, have a prob­
lem with this? "It was a bit of a problem for my parents, but nev­
er for me," he says. "Contraception is a personal decision every­
one makes. We have some very good market research studies on 
usage by men and women and religion and Roman Catholics are 
among the highest users of birth control in this country. Quebec is 
the highest per capita." 

Research into new contraceptive meth­
ods continues and Eric described a project 
that Ortho is funding at the University of 
Virginia. "The university is working on a 
contraceptive vaccine for women that would 
produce antibodies that attack male sperm." 
The vaccine has been given to baboons , 
the baboons have been mated and results 
are awaited. The problem with this tech­
nique is how to control the period of immu­
nization. "What we would like is a period 
of two to three years," says Eric, "but that 
may be impossible. In that case we have 
some technology, but we may not have a 
product." He adds, "This is very early 
research, it may be 10 to 15 years before 
we perfect that technique." 

Eric's passion for the pharmaceutical busi­
ness stems from the new drugs which have 
done so much to improve the quality of life.

Oral contraceptives have not yet reached 
Japan and introducing them is proving a 
long and expensive process for drug com­
panies. "Emperor Hirohito took a very 
strong stand against oral contraceptives 20 
years ago." says Eric. "Towards the end of 
his life, the government decided to allow 
contraceptives and said to all the manu­
facturers, 'Just because you have sold (these 
drugs) for 30 to 40_years in the rest of the 
world doesn't mean you can sell them in 

Ortho, which was started by Johnson & Johnson to market phar­
maceutical products for women, is best known for its oral con­
traceptives, but it has many other products. These include drugs 
for lower respiratory infections and sexually transmitted diseases 
and (pending approval by the U.S. Federal Food and Drug Admin­
istration) a new drug to restore skin which has been damaged by 
exposure to the sun. 

The company has a large biotechnology division which man­
ufactures a product called Procit, which Eric describes as a red 
blood cell factory. "That is really nifty," he says. "If a person 
has anemia you give them Procrit and their body .starts produc­
ing red blood cells . These are what carry oxygen round the body 
and if you do not have enough you feel tired ." The people who 
suffer most from anemia are cancer patients and patients on renal 
dyalisis. In the future, Procrin may also help people having elec­
tive surgery. "They can take an injection, and begin to create red 
blood cells and then donate blood, so in surgery they get their 
own blood back, which eliminates the risk of contamination," 
he says. 

Japan. You must do all clinical research 
again in Japan with Japanese women and file submissions'." Ortho 
and a dozen other companies accepted the invitation, research was 
done and most of the submissions have been filed. 

Are people grateful? 
In the United States, attitudes towards wonder drugs have 

changed. "No matter what you do, you are going to get sued," says 
Eric. "Forty years ago the prevailing attitude to the wonders of 
antibiotics was, 'I would give anything to have access to that med­
ication ' . Through the 70s the attitude became, 'I want full access 
to that medication and I shouldn ' t have to pay for it'. In the 80s it 
changed to, 'I should not only get my medication cheap, but if I 
have one side effect, I am going to sue you' ." He believes, how­
ever, that the pendulum could swing. "With the emergence of AIDS, 
I am hearing more and more 'Why cannot government invest more 
in research', and, 'I would do anything to find a cure for AIDS' . It 
takes a major health threat to shock people out of taking health care 
for granted." Eric believes the only way to finance research is

through selling drugs. Cancer, Alzheimer's, 
cystic fibrosis, AIDS and many other scourges 
remain to be defeated and he says, "If com­
pany profits and research funds dry up, the 
losers are the public." 

The global village

tional institutions, which correlates direct­
ly to the employment equity situation," she 
said.

Cameron gives 'shock treatment' at MBA luncheon

"Nova Scotians need some shock 
treatment to see where we are and what 
we need to do to survive," according to 
Premier Donald Cameron, guest speaker 
at the Annual MBA Business Luncheon 
sponsored by the Saint Mary's University 
Alumni Association, MBA Chapter. 

Premier Cameron admitted that Nova 
Scotia is going through tough times and 
says its number one priority must be to get 
rid of the deficit. "We spend 18 cents of 
every dollar servicing the debt; the highest 
in the country," said Cameron. "We have 
to stop borrowing money to service the gro­
cery bill." 

We've had to make some tough deci­
sions and they 're working. If we want new 
programs, we have to be willing to pay for 
them," says Cameron. He went on to say 
that these new programs won't be paid for 
through additional taxes. Instead, he com­
mented, "When we balance the budget, 
we' ll look at tax reduction." 

The majority of government money 
goes to four areas: health, education, social 
services and the debt. According to 
Cameron, we could shut down the rest of 
government but if we don't control these 
four, we could be in real trouble. 

Education, social services, health care 

Cameron said we can't equate quality 
of education with money spent. He com-

pares the 6.8 percent of government funds 
used for education in Canada to the 4 to 5 
percent in Europe and the 6 percent in the 
United States. "We have to look from with­
in and be more realistic," said Cameron. 
"We can ' t afford to meet the expectations 
of everyone; but we do want to meet the 
challenges and do something about them." 

Cameron also says the image of the 
government as hard-hearted and uncaring 
in the area of social services is not true . 
Last year, after cutting back on spending, 
the government introduced several new 
programs including medical care for depen­
dents of people on disability and a school 
lunch program for needy children. 

In the area of health care, the Premier 
pointed out that Nova Scotia spent over 
$L4-billion last year. With an average of 
six visits per person, per year to the doctor, 
we are one of the highest spenders in health 
care in the country. This could be combat­
ted by bringing back a small user-fee which 
could discourage unnecessary visits accord­
ing to Cameron. 

Balanclng the budget 

"We cannot buy our way to prosperity 
but we do need to have a tax climate better 
than our competitors." Cameron continued, 
"This 'won't be easy because it goes against 

what politicians have told people for years." 
Though he wouldn 't give details on his 

plans for university rationalization, the Pre­
mier did say that there is always room for 
improvement through cutting duplication 
and reducing costs of operations. "We must 
force ourselves to be more self-sufficient." 

Premier Cameron concluded his pre­
sentation saying, "We are first in debt and 
first in patient visits in the country; let's 
hope we can lower both!"

Ross Quackenbush, BA '81, BEd '84

Asked whether he misses teaching, Quackenbush 
says "I am still teaching, As far as basketball is con-
cerned, it is most definitely teaching. I have a cur­
riculum that is in my head and I want to see it on the

get it into the players heads. It's a great way to teach, 
because what you have are motivated students and a small class -
two pretty handy teaching aids." 

Quackenbush is a rare commodity among CIAU basketball 
coaches. While most coaches rant and rave at players and referees 
during games, Quackenbush just sits calmly and takes it all in, sav­
ing his words for well thought out instruction to his players. He is 
a sea of calm in an often stormy and turbulent sport. He does not 
"rant and rave" because he believes it is not effective, but damag­
ing and "the gym, in front of the fans, is not the proper place to do 
that sort of thing." 

Any AUAA beat reporter quickly comes to the same conclu­
sion about Quackenbush. He is the league's most unusual inter­
view. The guy is very analytical and chooses his words extremely 
carefully. He often ponders a question for 15 to 20 seconds before 
offering a well thought out answer. Deep and thought provoking 
quotes are not uncommon from Quackenbush, who seems to be 
into cerebral basketball. He sees "the glass as half empty, but opti­
mistically, so there's all that room for more water," said Quack­
enbush the amateur philosopher. 

Despite his lack of dramatics on the sidelines, Quackenbush 
does do an effective job of motivating his players, comments all­
star forward Brian Thompson. "He doesn't really yell at us a Jot 

but when he does do it the odd time it really motivates you. The 
fact that his players refer to him by his first name speaks volumes 
about the relationship Quackenbush has with his players. At the 
relatively young age of 35, the 6'7" Quackenbush still scrimmages 
and jokes with his players. At times he almost seems like a big 
brother to them. Despite this, Quackenbush manages to maintain 
a strong player-coach relationship with his team. He says "you have 
to have a clear cut definition of who's who and who does what. 
The coach really does have to be in charge, but there are different 
ways to be in charge. I certainly want to be approachable and I like 
it when they come to me with their problems." 

Above all, Quackenbush makes it clear to his players that they 
are students first and basketball players second. At the start of every 
year and throughout the season players are reminded that "if they 
are going to take part in basketball they have to have priorities and 
the first one is academics." 

Quackenbush, now in his third year, has enjoyed a great degree 
of coaching success with the Huskies. This year will mark the third 
straight playoff appearance for the Huskies capturing the 1991-92 
AUAA championship title and going on to a thrilling second place 
finish in the CIAU National Tournament. Saint Mary's also took

four tournament titles with Quackenbush 
at the helm. 

Success is nothing new to Quackenbush. 
The Toronto native played on the National 
Champion Huskies in 1978 and 1979. Fol­
lowing his career at Saint Mary's he played 
for Canada's National Team at the World 
Championships and a pre-Olympic tourna­
ment in 1980. Quackenbush played much 
the same as he coaches - under control. 

On being a player, he says "it's a blend 
between intensity and being under control 
at the same time. The things that I think will 
win basketball games are the same things 
that I took pride in as a player. If a player 
was going in for an open layup, I would 
busr a hump to follow it up just in case he 
missed. Maybe once a game, or once every 
three games he-misses and you are there for 
the two points and maybe it's those two 
points that make the difference." 

This past success on the court has giv­
en Quackenbush instant credibility with his 
players according to Brian Thompson, "I 
think everyone on our team respects Ross 
as a coach but also as a player because he 
is a very strong and tough player. He played 
on a National Championship team and that 
is something that none of us have done. 
You just have to respect someone who has 
accomplished a goal that you want to 
accomplish." 

The family side of Quackenbush can 
often be seen following Husky games at the 
Tower. It is a common sight to see him 
hugged by his wife Susie, BEd. '78, and 
their three year old daughter Jacqueline fol­
lowing games. When talking with Quack­
enbush, one quickly gets the impression 
that it's a wonderful life the big guy is lead­
ing. 

In his office, which is decorated with 
basketball trophies and pictures of Susie 

and Jacqueline, Ross comments that his life 
is pretty great "because I get to work with 
good people in a sport I grew up with and 
I do love. Coincidentally, the lifestyle fits 
in very well with my family situation. I am 
here everyday at 9:30 a.m. and I do not 
have to justify that to anybody. Now I get 
to spend a couple of extra hours with my 
little girl every morning before I drop her 
off at the daycare on campus, and Susie is 
a teacher so she picks Jacqueline up rela­
tively early so she does not spend all day 
there." All the way around, "I am very hap­
py to be in this situation - Halifax, Saint 
Mary's, family , friends, what more could 
you ask for?" 

Both Coach Ross Quackenbush 
and 19'2 graduate and all-star BrbJn 
Thompson have signed with the Hal­
ifax Windjammers basketball team.

What heart! What character! 
Huskies impress veteran sports writer

Counting my sportswriting days in high 
school, I've been in this business for 38 
years. My time as a fan stretches back even 
further.

It was a 
superb show of why university sports have 
become so popular, and why basketball is 
king in the Halifax region. 

Looking back at the tremendous three­
day spectacle, it is easy to find many 
highlights. From a SMU stand­
point, there was Satur-

convincing semifinal victory over 
the Winnipeg Wesmen, and Sun­
day afternoon's strong team effort 
against the Brock Badgers that fell 
just a few minutes short of bringing 
Atlantic Canada its first title in 13 
years. But nothing can out do the 
emotional high we all went through 
during SMU's heart-stopping Friday 
evening win against the Guelph 
Gryphons. 

Here was a Saint Mary's team 
that, just over a month earlier, gave 
no hint that it would be anywhere near 
the CIAUs. In fact, there were doubts 
the Huskies would hold off the Dal­
housie Tigers for a playoff position in 
the league. 

But Ross Quackenbush 

somehow rallied his 
troops to nine straight victories, 
including two drama-filled 
upsets in the AUBC playoffs. 
But even with that wave of 
success entering the nation­

Thompson would be missing from action, 
for the first time I became a doubter about 
the Huskies' chances. When the club 
came onto the floor, with No. 45 not 
there, a mental letdown swept across the 
big crowd like a titanic wave. Was SMU 
finished before it could even get started? 
What happened over the next two emo­
tion-packed hours will go down in Nova 
Scotia sporting history as arguably the 
greatest performance of fortitude ever 
given by a local team. From the first 
basket to the final buzzer, words real­
ly can't explain what Will Njoku, 
Richard Sullivan, Jason Darling, Dale 

Stevens and the rest of the Huskies did to 
pick up the slack in Thompson's absence. 
Njoku, I'm convinced, never played a bet­
ter game in his life. He couldn't have. And 
the whole story just unfolded from there. It 
was a grand thing to see. 

The Huskies came out of the weekend 
without the CIAU championship banner 
that they wanted so badly. But while the 
hurt may be there right now, especially for 
Thompson and Stevens who ended their 
university careers, the dozen guys who 
made this club will soon come to realize 
that they were champions in a lot of other 
ways . Those of us who watched already 
realize it.
