Michael Larsen, then a s fudent, received 
the Governor General's Award for 

Academic Excellence while at Saint Mary's 
University. He received this prestig ious 
medal from the late Governor General 

George P. Vanier at Convocation in 1967. 

S itting on the back patio of his Halifax home, Dr. Michael Larsen 
is enjoying the peace and quiet, a stark contrast to his busy 
Dean of Arts office at Saint Mary's University. The trim, athletic 

52-year old, whose looks belie his age, pauses to reflect on his 25-year 
career at Saint Mary's. Well recognized for his teaching and extensive 
list of publications, Dr. Larsen is proud to be part of Saint Mary's Univer­
sity, a leading player in the higher education field in Atlantic Canada. 

When he began his studies at Saint Mary's in 1961, like many 
students, Larsen had no idea what his future career would be. Little did 
he know he would one day become Dean of the largest Arts Faculty in 
Nova Scotia. Armed with a BA from Saint Mary's, Larsen went on to 
pursue a Masters degree (English) at Dalhousie University and later 
earned a Ph.D. at the University of Toronto. He spent a year teaching 
high school in New York State and returned in 
1971 to Saint Mary's as a lecturer. Dr. Larsen 

It's clear Dr. Larsen loves his work! His wife, Jean, who joined us 
during the interview, says, "Mike loves teaching. Everywhere we go in 
the city, we meet former students who stop to tell him about their life 
and careers. He's too modest to say so, but he's a very popular professor. 
His love of the arts is obvious and draws large numbers of students to his 
courses." 

At Saint Mary's, each Dean teaches at least one course a year, to 
keep them in touch with students and with their own research. Larsen 
explains, "In contrast to a purely administrative role, teaching keeps you 
in contact with the students, the central part of the institution." 

"I've had great fun with the courses I've taught over the years, 
which include "Twentieth Century Poetry," "The Modem Novel, " 
"Shakespeare," and "American Literature." I'll teach "Contemporary 

American Fiction" this fall, and I'm 
looking forward to introducing some

Father Will iam Stewart, who served as 
teacher and administrator for many years, taught 
Dean Larsen a Philosophy course in the 60s. "I 
remember him as a solid performer, and his suc-

Because today's students are so 

visually sophisticated, Larsen has found 
video useful in illustrating some of the 
elements not easily conveyed with lan­
guage. "One of my most popular courses 

cess is not surprising at all. He has tremendous 
ability, good judgment and is very hard working. Dr. Larsen's easy-going 
personality makes him ideally suited for the challenging role of Dean of 
Arts." Father Stewart has also known Michael's wife, Jean, for much of 
her life because Jean's mother was very involved in the Jesuit Ladies 
Auxiliary. "I have great admiration for both Mike and Jean Larsen. 
They're a great couple and a valuable asset to Saint Mary's." 

Now in his second term as Dean of Arts, Dr. Larsen is enthusiastic 
about the University, its students, academic programs and fellow faculty 
members. "Saint Mary's attracts the highest calibre faculty and they bring 
a loyalty not widely found elsewhere. We're fortunate that our teaching 
staff tend to stay at Saint Mary's, and there's a reason for that. Our com­
mitment to providing an excellent education, our interdisciplinary ap­
proach to learning and our international reputation attract these top 
professionals." 
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was "Narrative in Fiction and Film,"

Students enjoyed learning the technical 
aspects of this process, such as sound, lighting, and transition, as well as 
exploring the differences between print and film." 

The Value of an Arts Education 
A lifelong love of the arts motivates Dr. Larsen. "Students can 

relate to the emotions and life experience.s of the characters we study. 
It's impossible not to develop an enthusiasm for the people you meet in 
literature." 

"In the Arts program, the broad issues of communications, 
culture and society - in fact, most of the ubjects e teach - relate to 
significant issues in life. Whether it's language, writing skills, the hu­
manities, literature or social issues (anthropology, political science, and 
so forth), much of contemporary life is co ered in these topics. That 



may explain why so many students are interested in the Arts Faculty." 
Dr. Larsen believes that an arts education is valuable in itself, but 

students learn important skills such as critical thinking and effective 
communication. "Business, industry and government recognize the value 
of an Arts degree in potential employees because many of the problems 
and opportunities they encounter are human rather than technical." 

Inter-departmental Cooperation 
Dr. Larsen has high praise for the faculty at Saint Mary's. "One of 

the most interesting and gratifying aspects," he says, "is the level of co­
operation between departments. 
We've created first-rate interdiscipli-

walks together, play tennis, and ski with friends. Dr. Larsen has perfected 
his guitar-playing skills over the last four years, a weekly activity he en­
joys with several friends. 

Their eldest child, Jenny-Kate, 25, a Saint Mary's Summa Cum 
Laude graduate, is married to Ttm Gilligan, another Saint Mary's alumnus, 
and they live in Toronto. Jenny-Kate teaches high school English and 
coaches the school basketball and soccer teams. During her days at the 
University, she was a Canadian Interuniversity Athletic Union (CIAU) 
All-Canadian athlete in soccer and basketball. 

The couple's 22-year-old son, Jeff, did his under-graduate degree 
at McMaster University, also graduating 
Summa Cum Laude. He spent a year at 
Universite Laval in a French Immersion nary programs such as Asian Studies, 

Atlantic Canada studies, Interna­
tional Development Studies, and 
Women's Studies; and others are be­
ing considered for the future. But this 
doesn't happen unless you have very 
strong departments that know their 
own core strengths and are willing to 

program and has just completed his first 
year oflaw school at the University of To­
ronto. He is currently working in the 
United States with the Justice Depart­
ment.

activities with their two children because 
"it helped the children create interests of 

their own." Both children excelled in sports, and Dr. Larsen stayed in­
volved even after they had left. He coached basketball and baseball and 
volunteered with the Scout movement for a number of years. He has 
also served on a wide range of University bodies, including a term as 
President of the Alumni Association. 

make connections across disciplines 
and even faculties." 

"It's quite unusual to have such a high degree of inter-departmen­
tal activity. Many schools struggle to sustain these programs, and the 
cooperation, culture, and energy level required to maintain them some­
times wanes; but Saint Mary's is the ideal size and the culture is support­
ive of these kinds of connections." 

A Global Perspective 
Saint Mary's University has always had a strong international pres­

ence. Even when the Jesuits ran the university and it was smaller, a sub­
stantial number of foreign students attended. Last November, Saint Mary's 
inaugurated a program with The Gambia in West Africa which will al­
low Gambian students to complete an Arts degree at home in The Gam­
bia, largely through Saint Mary's faculty. About 130 students have signed 
up so far and enrollment is expected to reach 200. "Although it is one of 
the few countries in the world without its own university," Dr. Larsen 
explains, "The Gambia has many students who are hungry for education 
and they're working hard to raise enough money to attend the school, 
even to take just one course." 

Saint Mary's has exchange agreements with numerous countries 
and offers international student programs in such countries as China, 
Japan, Vietnam, and Mexico. The school also provides consulting and 
development work abroad. "Through these programs, we bring the world 
to Nova Scotia, exposing the local community and our students to en­
riching influences from centres of excellence around the globe. It's ideal 
training for the global workplace." 

On a Personal Note 
Mike and Jean Larsen met during their senior year while she stud­

ied at Mount Saint Vincent and he at Saint Mary's. The couple married 
in 1967 and have two adult children. Jean pursued a career in physical 
education and taught part time until three years ago. They love to travel 
and enjoy golf (a sport they recently learned), and both like to take long 

Dr. Larsen enjoys reading a variety of material and is well known 
to his colleagues for his impromptu quotes from novels, magazines and, 
these days, books about management and administrative matters. He is 
acutely aware that many of the issues faced by the University, including 
new technology, program development, and finances, all have personnel 
implications. 

The Challenges Ahead 
On the rising cost of a university education, Dr. Larsen says, "The 

reward is still there for students to pursue their education. It's important 
intellectually, socially, and financially. There will continue to be major 
changes in how universities are funded, and different schemes are being 
sought to help students fund their education. There must be a way to 
help students manage this major debt, and schemes geared to their in­
come levels after graduation may be the answer." 

Perhaps the major challenge Dr. Larsen sees is renewal of the fac­
ulty as current professors retire. "In recruiting-~eplacements, we will also 
review areas where we plan to develop new programs in order to ensure 
both continuity and meaningful change. Being a dynamic and forward­
thinking enterprise helps the University recruit first-rate faculty and at­
tract students. I believe that if we recruit the very best people, they will 
look after the rest." 

"We recently prepared a report outlining areas we might pursue in 
the future . The energy to stay current, to offer programs that are attrac­
tive, relevant and challenging to students is definitely there. And we 
have a dynamic group of people. As we plan new programs, we will con­
tinue to position Saint Mary's as THE SCHOOL to attend, because of 
our excellent faculty and exciting programs." 
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Dean of Commerce 
Heads West 

Dean of Commerce, Dr. Scoit Carson, will 
take his new post al Wilfrid Laurier 
University in Ontario this September 1. He 
wil l become the Dean of the School of 
Business and Economics, as well as a . full 
professor. 

After solidifying the position ofThe Frank H. Sobey 
Faculty of Commerce as the leading business school 
in Atlantic Canada, Dr. Scott Carson, Dean of Com­
merce, will be leaving Saint Mary's this summer. He 
will become Dean of the School of Business and 
Economics, as well as a full professor at Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier University in Ontario. "For me it was an 
extremely difficult choice," says Dr. Carson, "but the 
new challenges at Laurier and the opportunity for 
my family to pursue several of their dreams were 
overwhelming." 

He leaves with a new building secured for 
Saint Mary's, and a leadership role assured and rec­
ognized in establishing a full range of business pro­
grams. The government of Nova Scotia offered its 
full support of Saint Mary's in taking the lead in 
business education as part of its endorsement of the 
Consortium Plan in April, 1996. 

"I have enjoyed my time at Saint Mary's and 
appreciate all that we have been able to accomplish 
in a very short three year period," he says. "I was 
first attracted to the University by the reputation of 
the Faculty of Commerce and its programs. Having 
played a role in their development is gratifying. The 
faculty are among the best in Canada, and the stu­
dents will continue to be top notch. The province 
will be well served by both the breadth and depth of 
the graduates of this program."

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specialized programs approved and about to be

The provincial government has endorsed 
the Metro Universities Consortium Plan and has 
provided $6-million in funding for a number of 
key projects. The Metro Business Plan, which grew 
out of the 1995 Partnership agreement, is now a 
reality. Already, universities in Metro are work­
ing together in order to implement the plan.

With this strategic vi­

sion in place, Saint Mary's will 
be the only institution in the 
province to offer all levels of 
business education, including 
a Ph.D., as well as executive 
and professional development 
programs. "The recognition of 
our Commerce faculty, to­
gether with our equally strong 
faculties of Arts and Sciences, 
will allow us to move forward 
as an important, vibrant, rel­
evant, vital and autonomous 
university," says Dr. Ozmon.

The Consortium Plan 
is a viable solution in 
meeting this loss, and will 
further allow all institu­
tions to focus on growth. 
Dr. Ozmon indicates that

The government announcement not only 
marks further development for Saint Mary's, but 
also draws a successful close to more than six years 
of rationalization for universities in the province. 
"The government announcement brings to a con­
clusion, one of the most trying periods in the his­
tory of our university," says Dr. Ozmon. "This an­
nouncement will enable us to concentrate our ef­
forts on what we do best: teaching, research and 
community service."

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Honourary Degree Recipien-ts for 1996 
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Vigdis Finnbogadottir - Doctor of Civil Law 
Vigdis Finnbogadottir, President of Iceland, has the 
distinction of being the first woman ever elected head 
of state in a democratic nation. 

Born on April 15, 1930, President Vigdis, as 
she is called by her people, defeated three male candi­
dates in 1980, was re-elected unopposed in 1984, won 
a third term in 1988 with 95 per cent of the vote, and 
was re-elected in 1992. 

She has devoted much of her career to pre­
serving and interpreting the culture of her tiny island 
republic, which is known for its rich literary tradition 
dating back to the early medieval times. 

After completing junior college at 
Menntaskolinn in Reykjavik in 1949, President Vigdis 
went to the University of Grenoble, where she studied 
French, and then to the Sorbonne in Paris, taking 
courses in literature and dramaturgy. Her interest in 
theatre led her to Copenhagen, Denmark, to study 

theatre history. She returned home to study at the 
University of Iceland with courses in English litera­
ture and education. She served from 1972 to 1980 as 
director of Iceland's national theatre, Reykjavik Thea­
tre Company. 

Fiercely proud of her island nation, President 
Vigdis also plays a beneficial host during summit con­
ferences. In 1986, she played host to Ronald Regan 
and Mikhail Gorbachev. Being located between the 
world's two superpowers, President Vigdis has done an 
exceptional job at promoting world peace. 

In August last year, she had attended the 
Fourth World Women's Conference, in China 
Beijing. Additionally, her visit prompted positive 
relations between Iceland and China, as she has fo­
cused much of her attention on promoting trade and 
economic relations. After 16 years as President, she 

will retire this July. 

Don Tremaine - Doctor of Civil Law 
Don Tremaine is no stranger in the Maritimes. Hav­
ing spent 42 years in radio and television, the broad­
caster's retirement in 1987 created a hole that, for 
many, will never be filled. His lengthy CBC radio 
and television career gained him a wide and enthu­
siastic audience. 

He grew up in the Halifax suburb of 
Rockingham, and like most people he was an avid 
radio listener. Tremaine first hit the CBC Radio 
airwaves in Sydney in 1951 when radio was only 
seven years old in Nova Scotia. A year later, he came 
back to work at CBC Halifax. There he would have 
his own radio program, The Don Tremaine Show -
music and interviews at 5:30 p.m .. 

With his varied experience on the air, 
Tremaine may be best remembered for his ten years 
with "Don Messer's Jubilee." The show was broad-

cast regionally for three years, and then went coast 
to coast. Thousands of Canadians tuned in to each 
episode, and many call it one of the CBC's finest 
productions. · 

When the series was canceled in 1969, 
Tremaine stayed with his first love - radio. He joined 
"Information Morning" in 1972 and stayed with that 
program until retiring. 

Most Nova Scotians remember Tremaine as 
the host of the Izaak Walton Killam (!WK) Grace 
Telethon for children, as part of the Children's Mira­
cle Network Telethon. The 24 hour pledge show 
raises money to support pediatric care at the IWK­
Grace Health Care Centre. 

In 1994, the Governor of Canada appointed 
him to the Order of Canada. 

J. Bruce MacKinnon - Doctor of Letters 

Bruce MacKinnon is well known and respected in 
Nova Scotia for his often humorous, always thought 
provoking editorial cartoons, which have made him 
a household name in the province. 

MacKinnon, born on April 24, 1961, grew 
up in Antigonish, Nova Scotia. By the late 1970's, 
his cartoons had appeared in local newspapers. In 
1982, his first editorial cartoon of Margaret Thatcher 
appeared in a major newspaper, The Calgary Sun. 

He attended Saint Francis Xavier Univer­
sity and obtained his Bachelorof Arts degree in 1981. 
A year later he had received his Fine Arts Degree 
from Mount All ison University, and graduated from 
the Nova Scotia College of Art and Design in 1985. 

Within a year, MacKinnon joined the Hali­
fax Chronicle-Herald as a full-time editorial cartoon-

ist, filling the void left by the renowned cartoonist, 
the late Bob Chambers. 

In 1990, he had published his first compila­
tion of editorial cartoons, Inklings. Four years later 
he released a second compilation, Inklings Two. Both 
were successful. 

In his career, he has been a recipient of 
seven Atlantic Journalism Awards, two time recipi­
ent of the National Newspaper Award for Editorial 
Cartooning in 1992 and 1993, and a third prize win­
ner of the Fraser Institute National Cartoon Com­
petition in 1994. 

Mr. MacKinnon has a large audience who 
turn to his editorial cartoon everyday. Some even 
say his work is "world class," as he receives droves of 
letters and phone calls in response to his work.

Dr. Leo Margolis - Doctor of Science 
In the course of over 25 years of service to science and to 
Canada, Dr. Margolis has reached a position of high dis­
tinction and respect nationally and internationally. 

Born on December 18, 1927, he was educated at 
McGill University. He obtained his B.&:. in zoology and 
chemistry in 1948 and his M.&:. (magna cum laude) in 
bacteriology and immunology in 1950. He earned his repu­
tation as parasitologist in 1952, when he defended his doc­
toral thesis on parasites and diseases of fishes in the Cana­
dian Pacific and was granted his Ph.D. by McGill. 

Dr. Margolis has been associated with the Pa­
cific Biological Station in Nanaimo, British Columbia, the 
research institute responsible for all the Department ofFish­
eries and Oceans' West Coast Fisheries research. He joined 
the station in 1952, and has been a senior scientist since 

1990. Prior to that, as early as 1967, he was appointed 
head of the Pacific Biological Station's Parasitology and 
Pathology Group. In 1983, he was an Adjunct Professor at 
Simon Fraser University. 

The regard enjoyed by Dr. Margolis has assumed 
various forms. &:ientist in four different countries have 
named newly discovered parasites of fishes afrer him. In 
1975 he was elected a Fellow of the Royal Society of 
Canada. The Canadian Society of Zoologists awarded him 
the R.A. Wardle Medal in 1982, in recognition of his out­
standing contributions to the advancement of our under­
standing of parasitic organisms. In 1990 the Governor 
General appointed him to the rank of an Officer of the 
Order of Canada. 

Louis Comeau - Doctor of Commerce 
Born in Meteghan, January 7, 1941, Mr. Comeau has 
an extensive background in business, academic and 
community endeavours. His education includes a Di­
ploma in Engineering and Bachelor of Science Degree 
from Saint Mary's University, and a Bachelor of Edu­
cation from Dalhousie University. As well he was 
awarded an Honourary Doctorate Degree in Civil Law 
from Acadia University, and an Honourary Doctorate 
Degree in Education from Universite Sainte-Anne. 

He has been honoured on a number of occa­
sions for his contributions to the community; most 
notably, the library at Universitie Sainte-Anne is 
named Bibliotheque Louis R. Comeau in his honour. 
Mr. Comeau was President of Saint Anne1s from 1971 
to 1977. In November, 1994, he was installed as Chan-

ceHor ofUniversite Sainte-Anne. 
From 1968 to 1972 Mr. Comeau was a mem­

ber of Parliament, and in 1980 he was honoured by the 
International Association of French Parliamentarians 
for "outstanding achievement in pursuit of good rela­
tions in the cultural, economic and social interests of 
Francophones throughout the world." 

He has had a long and important connection 
with Saint Mary's University, not only from his stu­
dent days, but more latterly, as a member of the Uni­
versity's Board of Governors. 

For 16 years, Mr. Comeau was President and 
Chief Executive Officer of Nova Scotia Power. He re­
tired this last April.

Dr. Thomas Edward Flynn 

Dr. Flynn, after graduation from Memorial Univer­

sity of Newfoundland with_an Honours Bachelor of 

Arts degree in English and from Dalhousie Univer­

sity with a Master of Arts, was appointed principal 
and chief instructor of the Buchans Adult Educa­

tion Centre, Buchans, Newfoundland. In 1955, on 
being awarded an 1.O.D.E. Overseas Post-Graduate 

Scholarship, he studied at St. Catherine's College, 

Oxford University, and, on returning to Canada, 

held positions in the Newfoundland Departments 

of Labour, Municipal Affairs, and Education. In 

1959, he joined the Saint Mary's University Depart­

ment of English. The English programme was, at the 

time, in the process of formation, and a year after 
his appointment to the Department, he was asked 

to become its first Chairman. During the same pe­

riod, Dr. Flynn, at the request of the Dean of the 

Saint Mary's School of Education, conducted gradu­
ate courses for the School's Master of Arts program. 

From 1962 to 1964, he obtained leave of absence to 

resume post-graduate work at University College, 
University of London, from which he received a 

Doctor of Philosophy degree in English. In 1967 he 

was awarded a Canada Council Fellowship. He again 

acted as Chairman of the University's English De­

partment from 1964 to 1966, and as an Associate 

Member of the Dalhousie Faculty of Graduate Stud­

ies from 1965 to 1976. In 1976 he was appointed 
Senior Research Fellow in English at Dalhousie. Dr. 

Flynn was the first member of the Saint Mary's Aca­

demic Senate elected by Faculty, one of the two first 

faculty members elected to the University's Board 
of Governors, and was a member of the Board of 

Directors of the Institute of Human Values. 

He and his wife, Patricia, have two daugh­

ters and two sons. 
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Dr. Dennis E. Connelly 

A westerner by birth, Dr. Connelly received a Bach­

elor of Science degree from the University of Al­

berta; a Master of Commerce degree from the Uni­

versity of Toronto; and a Ph.D. from the University 

of Illinois. 
Upon graduating from the University of Al­

berta, he was employed by Imperial Oil in Geophysi­
cal Operations in Western Canada and Venezuela. 

After studies in Business Administration, he joined 

Inland Cement in Edmonton, Alberta and became 

manager of Marketing, Planning and development. 

In 1971 he was appointed to the Department 

of Accounting and Business Administration, Fac­

ulty of Commerce, at Saint Mary's University fol­

lowed a year later by his appointment to the Acting 

Deanship. The following year, 1973, he was ap­
pointed Dean of Commerce, becoming only the sec­

·ond individual to hold this Deanship, the first being 

the late Dr. Harold Beasley. He served as Dean for 
four years during which he was instrumental in es­

tablishing the University's Master of Business Ad­
ministrative programme. It was, therefore, fitting in 

1986, that he was the recipient of the MBA Teach­

ing Award. From 1990-92 he served two terms as 

Acting Chairperson of the Department of Finance 

and Management Science. 
Outside the University, Dr. Connelly has 

been very involved with the community in and 
around the Town of Windsor in which he resides in 

a very interesting heritage home. For instance, from 
1991 to the present, he has been serving as a Coun­

sellor for the Town of Windsor; Chairperson of the 
Windsor Tree Commission; Chairperson, Board of 

Directors of the Windsor Adult Vocational Work­

shop for ten years (1984-1994); Chairperson of the 

Windsor West Hants Community Futures (1987-

1993 ); Member, Board of Directors of the Hants 

County Family and Children Service from 1985 to 
the present and its Treasurer from 1987 to the 

present. 
In 1991 the Canadian Association for 

Community Education named him "Volunteer of the 

Year." 
He and his wife, Veronica, have four chil­

dren - Kaleen, Dennis, Ernest, and Maureen. 

Dr. Lawrence F. Murphy, S.J. 

Born in Montreal and educated at the Jesuit owned 

Loyola High School in Montreal, he earned a Bach­

elor of Arts degree from the University of Montreal, 
a Master of Arts degree from Saint Mary's Univer­

sity, and a Master of Arts from the University of 

Toronto. He joined the Department of Theology at 
Saint Mary's in the summer of 1963, and taught for 

the next three years before taking a leave of absence 

to persue Doctoral Studies at Marquette University 

where he earned a Ph.D. He returned to Saint Mary's 

University in 1970, and five years later, occupied 

the Chair of the Department of Religious Studies 

for a three year term, as indeed, he did subsequently 
in 1982 to 1985. ln the years from 1979 to 1982, he 

served as Secretary and Program Chairperson of the 

Canadian Theological Society. In 1982, he obtained 

the rank of fu 11 professor. His area of research has 
been Martin Luther and the late medieval Catholic 

theology. He has served this university in a number 
of ways more recently as a member of its Board of 

Governors, and he joined the Board of Governors -

Senate Committee on Convocation. 

An avid fan, he attends many of the Hockey 

Huskies games, and in working with a number of 

the hockey players, became associated with TASA 

of Timberlea, Nova Scotia. As a result, he coached 

the TASA minor hockey team for nine years. Dur­
ing that period of time, he indicated that it was much 

more difficult dealing with the mothers than the 

young athletes. 
He also served as the moderator to the 

Alumni Association in the 1970's. 

The retirement of Dr. Murphy represents the 
end of an important era at the University, in that he 

is the last Jesuit Father to have a full-time Faculty 

appointment at the University. It was 1940 when 

the Upper Province of the Society of Jesus (the Jesu­

its) were invited to become administrators and teach­

ers at the University. For more than 30 years, until 
the new University's Act of Incorporation in 1970, 

the then College, remained under Jesuit supervision. 

Saint Mary's initiated the first course in Continuing 

Education in Halifax/Dartmouth area; purchased the 
first computer for instructional purposes in Atlantic 

Canada; and became co-educational during the Jesu­

its time. It was also during the Jesuit era that the 

long standing emphasis on Liberal Arts and Com­
merce was complemented by new academic programs 

in Engineering and Science. 
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Cameroon Student finds 
Haven at Saint Mary's

Rose Tchwenko heard the last call for her flight. 
Thirty family members and a few close friends had 
gathered at the Cameroon International Airport to 
say goodbye. Fighting tears, she hugged everyone, 
took a last look at her mother, and left for Saint 
Mary's University, 3,000 miles away. 

That was four years ago. Rose hasn't seen 
her family since. 

Students from middle-class families in 
Cameroon, a country in Central Africa, often go 
abroad to pursue post-secondary education. "I chose 
Saint Mary's because it was small and had a strong 
sense of community," says Rose, now a 22-year-old 
senior studying biology. "I see similarities between 
Cameroon and Canada. There the anglophones want 
to succeed. Here the francophones do. In Cameroon, 

people try to avoid conflict. Canadians are the same. 
Both countries have had referendums." 

Her parents, both doctors, taught the four 
Tchwenko children the importance of education. 
They had planned to provide financial support to 
Rose while she earned a Bachelor of Science degree 
at Saint Mary's. But politics interfered. "Just after I 

arrived in Halifax, the government ordered my par­
ents to stop sending me money," Rose recalls. "It 
accused them of using the money to buy arms." Her 
father is a prominent member of the opposition party 
in Cameroon. He and the family have received 
death threats and had their telephone lines tapped. 
In 1991, the Tchwenkos saw their medical clinic 
torched. 

With no money coming from home, Rose 
was strapped. But her determination and hard work 
and the aid she received from Student Services al­
lowed her to continue studying. "I thank Keith 
Hotchkiss (Director of Student Services), and Helen 
Vaughan (Financial Aid Officer)," Rose says. "They 
found suitable bursaries for me and a job." When 
she's not studying, she works in Patrick Power Li­
brary and at the Information Services desk. 

In addition to her studies and work, Rose 
participated in the Harvard National Model United 
Nations in Boston in February 1996, which drew 
2,000 delegates from 200 universities. She and 19 
other Saint Mary's students represented the Neth­
erlands. Rose sat on a mock committee for the World 
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She hopes to return to Cameroon a physi­
cian and to practice in rural areas where health care 
is limited.

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House inspector prevents 
homebuyers' heartbreak 
Ralph Rickard, BA'72, is a Halifax-based independent residential inspector. He 
says he runs across his share of household horror stories and a lot of times it's a 
heartbreak story. Rickard said he came across a couple who purchased a log cabin 
house for $65,000 outside ofTatamagouche and they realized something was wrong 
after they moved in. When Ralph went to inspect it he found severe rot in the 
logs. The house had to be demolished. After a lengthy court battle the couple got 
their money back. The couple were lucky in this instance, they would have paid 
all that money for a piece of property worth maybe $2,000. The lesson: in real 
estate, let the buyer always beware. Ralph, who is a architect by training says 
"People want to know what they're getting into" thus requiring his service. "After 
all this is usually the biggest investment of their lives.' During the 1980s - the 
halcyon days of the North American housing market - Ralph says people often 
rushed to buy without looking too closely at the property. They figured if some­
thing was wrong they could fix it. Today people look at buying a house as a long-term 
investment. Most don't want to be stuck with heavy repairs or expensive mainte­
nance. For the purchaser an independent inspector removes any conflict. A good 
professional will conduct a thorough inspection with all aspects of the building 
and site looked at. "Certainly, it gives peace of mind knowing the roof is not about 
to fall in," says Rickard. The best houses on the market he's found are those built 
in the years directly after the Second World War. For the most part houses erected 
in this boom period were constructed from high-grade materials left surplus from 
war effort.

Patrick Curran, BA'65, BEd'66, is a judge in the Halifax courts. He says "I 
would never want someone to walk out of my courtroom thinking I thought they 
were scum". Pat says a lot of things have changed since he took to the bench more 
than 15 years ago, with more and more cases and judges coming under the glare of 
the media spotlight.
