It's April 11, budget day for Nova Sco­

tia, and Dr. Kenneth L. Ozmon is run­

ning up the back steps of the Provincial 

Legislature. Opening the big wooden 

doors of the old historic building, he 

finds hoards of journalists in a dimly lit 

lobby, frantically working to get their 

clips and quotes for the nightly news. 

It's a big day because the government 

is about to announce how they'll spend 

their money for the next year. 

Many in the province are worried 

about today's budget, as the newly­

elected Conservative Party hinted that 

it would bring some tough financial 

woes for certain organizations. 

Today however, post-secondary edu­

cation was spared. 

A group of reporters quickly notice 

Dr. Ozmon standing in the middle of 

the lobby. "Post-secondary education 

did well, much better than expected," 

he smiles. Within seconds he's in front 

of the television cameras and micro­

phones doing what he does best - talk­

ing about the importance of higher edu­

cation. 

"The students are always the impor­

tant ones, they are the ones who have to 

pay tuition," one hears him tell the 

scrum. 

He's been hammering out this same 

message ever since he took the position 

as President of Saint Mary's. 

"That's Ken, always looking out for 

the students," says his wife, Elizabeth. 

"He's been there for them ever since day 

one.,, 

A few days later, from the living room 

of their new home on the outskirts of 

Halifax, the couple take time out to re­

flect on their 21 years at Saint Mary's. 

The 



On June 30, Dr. Ozmon will officially retire as 

President of Saint Mary's. He is Canada's longest 

serving university president, and has worked tire­

lessly on behalf of his community and country in 

the field of higher education. In the summer of 

1998, the Government of Canada awarded him 

with the Order of Canada O.C., the country's most 

prestigious award granted to Canadians who have 

made a real difference to their country. 

Mrs. Ozmon has been there every step of the 

way, playing a supporting role in the growth of 

the entire University, including the development 

of the Women's Faculty Association. 

The years have come and gone much too 

quickly for them, and both agree that they've sim­

ply "had the time of their lives being Santa­

marians." 

The Early Years 
"I still remember when we moved to Halifax," says 

Dr. Ozmon. "Our car broke down in the middle 

of the night along the way." 

"That's right," his wife adds. "The axle broke 

and this fellow who drove a Canada Post truck 

gave us a ride to a motel. It seems just like 

yesterday that we were in the back of this 

truck with both our daughters, Angela and 

Kendi, dumping off mail along the way." 

They both are now laughing. 

The Ozmons lived for 20 years in the 

President's House on Gorsebrook Avenue, 

just behind the large 22-story Loyola Residence 

Building. One year ago, they moved to their new 

home in Hammonds Plains. 

"We could write a book about living in the 

President's house," smiles Dr. Ozmon. 

They clearly remember the time, when a table 

went missing from their backyard. About a year 

later, it turned up again with a note attached. 

"Here is your table back," the note read. 

"Someone must have returned it because they 

were graduating," laughs Mrs. Ozmon. 

Dr. Ozmon also recalls getting teased every time 

he took his car to work. "I lived so close to work, 

but took my car on many occasions because I had 

meetings off campus. People used to always razz 

me about that," he laughs. 

During the Ozmon's early years some Jesuits 

who used to run Saint Mary's in the 1960s and 

1970s, were still living on campus. 

"Every Christmas I used to make a black-for­

est cake for Father William Stewart and Father 

Hennessey. One Christmas I decided to make 
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them something different," Mrs. Ozmon laughs. 

"What a mistake that was ... they loved their 

black-forest cake." 

"That's Ken, always looking out for the 

students, "says his wife, Elizabeth. 

"We are delivering programs and conducting re­

search in many countries around the world - places 

like Vietnam, China, and The Gambia," he says. 

They both say that last year's convocation in The 

Gambia, West Africa, was truly one of their most 

memorable international events. In February 1999, 

62 Gambian students graduated from Saint Mary's, 

making them the first in their country to receive 

degrees on their home soil. 

"What an impact that project had," says Dr. 

Ozmon. 

"That was truly a dynamic moment to see all of 

them receive degrees. They were proud, and their 

country was proud," says Mrs. Ozmon. 

Remembering the Students 
Both agree that some of their best times at Saint 

Mary's were spent with the students. 

"Some of the students that used to come to my 

house on campus now have honourary degrees from 

Saint Mary's," Dr. Ozmon proudly says. "Our 

graduates have gone on to do some great things in 

life. They are leaders, the ones who never quit, al-

ways striving to do their best, which is so 

wonderful to see. A Santamarian is a dif­

ferent kind of person, someone who never 

settles for second best." 

"He's been there for them ever since day one. " 
"The school is certainly known for 

having well rounded students," says Mrs. 

Ozmon. "It's a thrill to walk the hallways 

The Growth 
The campus has certainly grown since they ar­

rived just over two decades ago. Dr. Ozmon says 

that such dynamic growth has occurred only be­

cause the University has attracted a high calibre 

of faculty, staff, and students. 

"Look at us today," he says. "There are so 

many neat things about Saint Mary's - diverse 

programs, new buildings that are wired with the 

best in technology, and a great campus life. We 

have all these great qualities because of the great 

people that belong here." 

Mrs. Ozmon says that Saint Mary's has turned 

itself into a mini United Nations. "I remember 

walking down the halls and seeing just a few stu­

dents from abroad," she says. "Now take a look 

around, we have students from just about every 

corner of the globe at our University." 

Dr. Ozmon is extremely impressed at how well 

the University has positioned itself as a leader on 

the international scene. 

and talk with them. I feel that Ken really set the 

tone in making the campus feel like a tight-knit 

community. Even though enrollment has dramati­

cally grown over the years, it still feels like a small 

and friendly campus." 

They both indicate that even though the Uni­

versity has been through some trying times, stu­

dents were always a priority. 

"I remember when we had the fire in Vanier 

Residence in 1994," he says. "Thank God no one 

was hurt. We made sure that the students were 

looked after and anything they needed was made 

available for the!Il. The University community 

came together to help the students pack for the 

move into the Halifax Westin and the Lord Nel­

son hotels. " 

As well, they recall the rationalization process 

for post-secondary institutions in the province. 

"The province went though a process of cost-cut­

ting to education during this last decade," he says. 

"This was a tough time for Saint Mary's. There were 

a number of proposals on the table and we worked 
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to meet the needs of everyone, including the 
students." 

Campus Life 
Like many Santamarians, the Ozmons enjoy the 

quality of campus life. 

"It didn't take long for our daughters to fit 
in," says Mrs. Ozmon. "Both Angela and Kendi 

had a great time here. Saint Mary's is the kind 

of campus where you can study and also enjoy 

lots of extra- curricular activity. Saint Mary's 

has so much to offer." 

The University is also known for having pro­

fessors who care about the students. "Professors 

at Saint Mary's are close with their students," 

says Mrs. Ozmon. "When we go to alumni 

events our graduates are always asking about 

their former professors." 

Administrative staff at the University have 

also played a large role in making Saint Mary's 

a great campus. "The people who work on cam­

pus are wonderful people," she says. "I remem­

ber the time when I was sick in the hospital and 

the guys from the Physical Plant came in to see 

me. That brought tears to my eyes." 

Both also highlight varsity sports as another 

enjoyable aspect of campus life. 

"We've got women's hockey, women's rugby, 

and so many other great sports," says Dr. 
Ozmon. "When our men's basketball team won 

the national title last year, it was a very, very 

exciting time. And even though our other teams 

have not won any national championships 

lately, Saint Mary's has still earned a strong repu­

tation for being very tough contenders." 

Mrs. Ozmon says that coaches are a big credit 

for the success of the sports program. "The 

coaches deserve a lot of the credit for how well 

our teams have done over the years," she says. 

"They spend time with their players, making 

sure they do well in their sport and in the class­
room." 

The Future 
Of course people are asking the couple what's 

next after retirement. 

"I think I'll get a fishing license," says Dr. 

Ozmon. "I've also had my golf clubs cleaned, 

so I am ready to hit the course and play 18 holes. 

Mrs. Ozmon as well is looking forward to 

spending lots of time outdoors. 
But we'll still see the couple back on cam­

pus, attending sports games and other special 

events.

A Face of the Future 
From Saint Mary's University to Washington D.C. 
- The international education of Eric Miller

For five days in January, Eric Miller left his vaca­
tion with his girlfriend in Buenos Aires to travel 
alone to the northern Jujuy Province which bor­
ders on Bolivia and Chile. By bike, car and bus he 
visited the villages nestled in the mountains. He 
frequently stopped to hear the concerns, mostly in 
Spanish, of the everyday people who are directly 
affected by the trade policy that comes out of his 
office in Washington D.C. He admits that most 

people in his line of work don't necessarily ask these 
kinds of questions but Miller has never fallen un­
der the category of "most people." That's one rea­
son why this Santamarian was chosen by Maclean's 
magazine as one of the 100 young Canadians to 
watch. 

Miller is a trade consultant with the Inter­

American Development Bank. At 28, he is young 
for the job. He's a member of a team that is creat­
ing rules of the game for the brave new world of 

global trade. Specifically, the creation of the Free 
Trade Area of the Americas, a free trade agreement 
that is being negotiated among 34 countries stretch­
ing from Nunavut to Padagonia in Southern Chile. 
The trade agreements, which he says, "in a sense 
tame the untamable power of the marketplace" will 
cover everything from intellectual property to the 
movement of products across borders. Miller talks 

about the "sheer joy" of being engaged in such a 
large political and economic process." There's the 
excitement of being involved in the largest eco­
nomic initiative in the history of the Western hemi­

sphere. We're talking about building a free trade 

area for 800 million people and billions and bil­
lions of dollars in trade." 

It was this "gung-ho" attitude that Dr. Ron 
Landes, Political Science professor at Saint Mary's 
University, best remembers about Miller. He de­
scribes him as, "the kind of student you dream 

about teaching", while Miller considers him a men­
tor. "I think that what he did more than anything 

else was to help shape my world view and how to 
look at political phenomenon." On a practical level, 

he provided him with a framework for looking 
at issues. According to Miller, "That's what the 
best political science education can do." These 
ABCs of international relations have resonated 
in Miller's trade work. 

"What I learned from him and during my time 
at Saint Mary's was very useful for what I've come 
to do later." 

In 1993, after completing an honours degree 
in Political Science, Miller moved on to Carleton 
University's Norman Paterson School of Inter­

national Affairs in Ottawa. The focus of his 
graduate work was conflict studies, another ex­
ample he says of Landes' influence. During this 
time, he spent a year at the Paul Nitze Center of 
Advanced International Studies in Bologna, Italy. 
The famed center is a training ground for Euro­

pean and American senior diplomats and gov­
ernment officials. He was introduced to trade 
policy in the summer of 1994, when he began 
working with the Canadian Chamber of Com­

merce. Two years later, he accepted a position with 
the IDB. Miller's success does not surprise Dr. 
Landes. "He's probably one of the most intelli­

gent and enthusiastic students I have taught in 
28 years at Saint Mary's." The two have kept in 
touch and meet when Miller visits Halifax. 

Miller's life seems far removed from his home 
in Musquodoboit Harbour on Nova Scotia's 

Eastern Shore. He is among Washington's bright­
est and best working for international organiza­
tions, embassies and think tanks. Miller's office 

at the IDB, three blocks away from 1600 Penn­

sylvania Avenue, provides him with access to 
major international players like the IMF and the 
World Bank where he attends seminars and "does 

lunch" with colleagues. During the Asian finan­
cial crisis he worked with an institution that 
loaned a couple of billion dollars for Brazilian 

stabilization. Miller is positioned at the epicenter 
of the globalization of trade. At the same time, 
he sees a connection between the sensibilities that 

he developed growing up in Nova Scotia and the 
evolution of his international career. 

When he first arrived at Saint Mary's, he had not 

spent much time outside ofMusquodoboit Harbour. 
That's one reason why he considers those years of 

growing, learning and making friendships so impor­
tant. Miller's campus activities included a political 
column in the journal called "Through Eric's Eyes." 
One of his favourite memories is hosting his own 
radio program for which he won the prize of best on 

air personality. He jokes about how he sometimes 
wishes that he could relive his days as a campus DJ. 
Miller also spent three years on SMUSA. In first year, 
he was selected to go to Washington, D.C. to repre­
sent Canada at a student conference. He says that 
experience, "was really the beginning of the whole 
process of internationalization." Most of his traveling 
and exposure to inteq1ational politics occurred after 
his undergraduate years but he says, "I think the foun­
dations were laid at Saint Mary's." 

Understanding where he came from plays a part 
in Miller's approach to his work. "I think that what a 

Canadian perspective brings me is essentially an open­
ness to go and talk to people and an understanding 
that that's important." Miller spends his vacations in 
Latin America, whenever possible, so he can learn 

more about its people. When he recounted his re­
cent trek around Argentina, he spoke with as much 
interest about a lengthy conversation with an indig­
enous woman at a winery in the outskirts of Cafayate, 
as he did about a meeting with the former Attorney

General of Argentina. The woman told Miller "we 

are not living, we're surviving." Her words were 
not lost on him. One of the things that he likes 
best about his job, is that he sees it as an opportu­
nity to improve people's long term economic con­
ditions. It's his Nova Scotian roots that he thinks 
allow him to pay attention to the local element of 
globalization. "When I go out into the world I 

understand how other people feel in terms of their 
attachment to their culture because I have a strong 
attachment to my own." Miller's desire to under­

stand the region is evident ftom his appreciation 
of Latin American rock music and literature to the 
way he acknowledges the countries' complexity, 

diversity and history. 
"It's a very busy life," he says with long hours 

that lead his girlfriend to call him a workaholic. 
What free time he has, he likes to spend taking in 
the U.S. capital's cultural events or writing about 

current policy issues. He also makes time to scan 
the Globe and Mail perhaps, to keep in touch with 
Canadian politics. Politics may be what will lure 
him back to Canada. In Maclean's magazine's Janu­
ary cover story, "Faces of the Future" Miller re­
vealed a childhood dream of becoming Prime Min­
ister. Therese Arseneau, chairperson for Saint 
Mary's Political Science department saw a politi­
cian in the making when he participated in the 
university's first model parliament. " There's no 

doubt that when he stood and spoke, he had a 
polish," she says. "He could have gone into poli­
tics then and he would have done fine." Arseneau, 

a regular political commentator for CBC says, "It 
was very clear that he has not just an interest but 

great potential in terms of a political career." Miller 
says that he is very interested in politics as a possi­
ble career. He is quick to add that a good politi­
cian needs experience in the broader world. "When 
I do come back to Canada," he says. "I can bring a 

unique perspective of someone who spent some 
time working with people from diverse nationali­

ties and somebody who traveled to the far corners 
of the earth." ❖

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MBA grad Named One of Canada's 
Woman Entrepreneurs of the Year 

N ancy Knowlton, co-founder of the Calgary 
based SMART Technologies Inc., has 
turned her company into a $200-million 

business and dominated high tech world markets. 
In November, the Saint Mary's MBA graduate's 
success was acknowledged with an export achieve­
ment award at the 1999 Canadian Woman En­
trepreneur of the Year awards. 

Knowlton was honoured with five other na­
tional winners at the Calgary gala event held by 
the Joseph L. Rotman School of Management at 
the University of Toronto. The keystone of 
SMART Technologies is the interactive white 
board that was developed in the early nineties by 
Knowlton and her husband, partner and co-owner 
David Martin. White boards are large touch­
screen displays for desk top computers that make 
it possible for people in distant locations across 
the globe to manipulate the same information. 

The company began as the Canadian distribu­
tor for an American projector manufacturer. They 
used their profits to develop some of their own 
products including the white board. In 1991 , 
SMART had a near-death experience when they 
were dropped by the projector company. After a 

few breaks, such as investments by Intel Corp and 
Texas Instruments, the company was able to move 
in a new direction. The interactive white board 
continues to account for the bulk of SMART's 
sales. Although, other companies have attempted 
to copy the concept, it still has 67% of the world­
wide market share, Knowlton told the National 
Post in December. 

"Being first, you have to have that edge where 
you worry about people catching up to you," says 
Knowlton. "You've got to always apply pressure 
to yourself to stay out in front and continue to 
innovate and deliver better and better products 
all the time." 

Over the last three years, the distributor rep­
resentation has increased from 28 to 44 coun­
tries with exports accounting for 96% of 
SMART's sales. The company has seen dramatic 
growth over the past two years. In fiscal 1998, 
SMART sales were up by 75% and nearly 50% 
last year. Knowlton, a chartered accountant, han­
dles much of the daily operations and marketing 
of the company. Martin concentrates on the de­
velopment of new products and strategy. ❖

General's Award

When Sue Goyette signed up for Dr. Brian 
Barclett's poetry class at Saint Mary's, she never 
imagined it would completely change her life. 
Bue it did. 

"I remember parking the car and walking 
across campus to class one night and it sud­
denly struck me for the first time in my life: I 
am a poet. I never had the courage to say that 
aloud before." 

Goyette reflects on being a poet. For her, it 
is the most nurturing, rewarding vocation im­
aginable, where the poet dwelling inside her 
has finally been validated, set loose in the world. 
And yet it is hardly an occupation chat guid­
ance counselors might include on their career 
lists, when ;tdvising a student on the future. 

Goyette has a sense of humour about this. 
"So what do you say to the person next to you 
at a party, when chat inevitable question comes 
up about what do you do? When I tell them I 
am a poet, I know I can expect a long pause." 

Being nominated for the Governor Gener­
al's Award in 1999 was one of the most excit­
ing 'things chat has happened to Sue Goyette 
since she decided to commit herself to her writ­
ing. The Award is national in scope. Well over 
one hundred books were considered before 
making up the short list for "Best Canadian 
Book of Poetry". Goyette's work has also been 
nominated for awards by the League of Cana­
dian Poets, and when she was a student at Saint 
Mary's, she won the Joyce Marshall Scia Award 
for Poetry. 

Her first published book of poems - The 
True Names of Birds- is in its fourth printing. 

"Studying with Brian Barclett made such a 
difference in my work as a poet, it was the ma­
jor turning point for me," she says. "He would 
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get us to read and would assign different po­
etic forms to us, and every time I tried a new 
form, something intriguing would happen. 
Each form brought forward some kind of dis­
covery I had not expected." 

"He read our work very thoughtfully and 
wrote a lot of notes before handing it back- I 
think he is one of them most generous people 
I have ever known as an artist." 

Goyette sets aside at least one hour a day 
for writing. She is working on her next col­
lection. "I carry a notebook around with me 
wherever I go, and write about the things that 
intrigue me. I don't believe in writer's block. 
If nothing comes out, I figure there is a rea­
son and wait for another time. I remind my­
self to keep my eyes open."
