Full-time Student: student enrolled in three or more courses in one semester. 

Part-time Student: student enrolled in fewer than three courses in one semester. 

Special Student: student working toward a degree at an academic institution other 
than Saint Mary's, who has a letter of permission to take a course 
or courses at Saint Mary's. 

Upgrading Student: student who already holds an undergraduate degree or professional 
certificate who is taking additional courses at Saint Mary's. 

Non-degree Student: student taking a course or courses who has not been accepted into a 
degree programme at Saint Mary's.

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IDSTORY 
SAINT MARY'S UNIVERSITY 

Since its founding in 1802, Saint Mary's University has developed into a modern, urban 
university with 7,124 full- and part-time students in the academic year 2000/2001. It is the 
oldest English-speaking Roman Catholic initiated university in Canada. With meagre resources, 
the Reverend Edmund Burke founded the institution and, on being named Bishop of Nova 
Scotia, insisted that support for the college be continued as essential in fostering the Catholic 
community. 

In 1841 the Nova Scotia House of Assembly gave formal recognition to the college's academic 
role and, eleven years later, granted it legal status. Over the next few years, there was a great 
deal of uncertainty about the survival of the college. In 1913, however, the Christian Brothers of 
Ireland were asked by the Archdiocese of Halifax to direct the college and its academic 
programs. Its reputation as a liberal arts institution thrived in these years. Undergraduate 
programs were widely respected and new instructional programs were initiated, the most notable 
being the Faculty of Commerce which, when established in 1934, was among the first of its kind 
in Canada. In 1940, the Upper Canada Province of the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits) was invited 
to succeed the Christian Brothers as administrators and teachers. For more than thirty years, 
until the new Act of Incorporation in 1970, the college remained under Jesuit supervision. It 
established itself in teacher education; initiated the first courses in continuing education in 
Halifax/Dartmouth; purchased the first computer in Atlantic Canada; and became co-educational. 
Also, the long-standing emphasis on liberal arts and commerce was complemented by new 
programs in engineering and science. The Act of 1970 gave legal status to the Board of 
Governors and Senate. Subject to the powers of the Board, the Senate is responsible for the 
educational policy of the University. In 1974, faculty members formed the Faculty Union which 
has become an influential voice in the affairs of the University. 

From the Jesuits and their predecessors, Saint Mary's has inherited a strong commitment to 
meeting community needs and an equally strong tradition of emphasising excellence in teaching 
and excellence in research. During the past two decades, Saint Mary's has evolved into a more 
complex urban university, with a full range of undergraduate programs in arts, commerce, 
education and science. Now a publicly accessible, co-educational institution, functioning with a 
sense of its tradition, the University also offers pre-professional programs in law, medicine, 
engineering, theology, dentistry, architecture, selected graduate studies, and a doctoral program 
in Business Administration (Management). Through the co-operative efforts of the Division of 
Continuing Education, part-time students study in these programs and in a variety of non-credit 
programs all of which have been rapidly expanding both in numbers and geographic locations.

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Over the last two decades, this commitment to academic and research excellence has seen the 
:amnber of full-time faculty with doctoral degrees rise to 94 percent. Part-time faculty members 

recruited on the strength of academic qualifications in addition to the expertise and 
experience they can bring to the classroom. 

The quality 0f instruction to students has been a focal point of Saint Mary's University since its 
founding. This long-standing tradition of commitment to excellence in teaching has seen the 

luction of new initiatives. The Quality of Teaching Committee has assisted faculty 
members by offering workshops on instructional techniques and innovations in teaching 
methodology including the use of computers, and awards for Teaching and Research Excellence 

presented annually to members of faculty. In addition, several members of faculty have won 
·onal and national awards for teaching. In October, 1998, Saint Mary' s established the Office 
Instructional Development to support the work of the Quality of Teaching Committee and to 
,vide further opportunities for professional development in teaching to all full and part-time 

aculty. 

Further evidence of faculty enrichment is demonstrated by their research activities. In the last 
years, Saint Mary's faculty have been awarded a total of $12,788,003 in sponsored research 

ding. The University believes that excellence in both teaching and research are essential for 
ifessors and that research is an integral part of the contribution that universities must make to 

society. 

nts attend day and evening classes both on the 30-acre campus in the south end of Halifax 
at off-campus locations. In 1998/99, for the first time, two courses were offered via the 

·odd Wide Web. Saint Mary's has residence facilities for single and married students, a 
nt Centre, Science Building, the Patrick Power Library, which is linked via Novanet to 
universities, a multi-million dollar Computer Centre, and "The Tower", which is one of 

tic Canada's most modem recreation and fitness complexes. The newest structure on 
,us is The Sobey Building, officially opened in November 1998. It provides much needed 

additional classrooms with the very latest in technology and is the home of the Frank H. Sobey 
Faculty of Commerce. 

1be traditions formed by its founder and early teachers, built upon the sound educational values 
the Christian Brothers and strengthened by the imaginative leadership of the Jesuits, provide a 

le base for future development. Saint Mary's has been innovative in seeking co-operative 
tures with other Maritime universities. The results have included the Regional Geochemical 

Centre and the Gorsebrook Research Institute, which contributes to the understanding of our 
regional culture within a national context. The Atlantic Centre of Research, Access, and Support 
for Students with Disabilities has grown remarkably over the last several years. The Centre 

,vides a variety of support to an important sector of our student population as well as to 
dents studying at other post-secondary institutions in the province. The Centre also acts as a 
,vincial resource for other universities. 

Our "internationalization" has seen formal teaching and research agreements signed with 
· ersities around the world including Brazil, Cambodia, China, Japan, Mexico, the Phillipines, 

Jetnam and the Gambia. In addition, Saint Mary' s has been involved in a variety of

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international technical-assistance and capacity-building projects that totalled $23.9 million in the 
1990's. 

Saint Mary's University concentrates on its mission of providing excellence in its service to 
students and the larger community around the campus. Its reputation is one of quality education in 
a campus environment where individual development is paramount. Saint Mary's student 
population is drawn largely from within Halifax County, with 641 per cent of its students from this 
area. Nova Scotia is the home province of 82 per cent of Saint Mary's students. There is also a 
distinct international aspect to the University with students from over 90 countries. 

Saint Mary's is pursuing a goal centred around continued academic excellence in teaching and 
research, accessibility for all Nova Scotians, strong community outreach, and facilities and 
instruction for physically challenged students. With its strong sense of where it has been, Saint 
Mary's University has focused clearly on the mission ahead, "where tradition meets the future."

A CHRONOLOGY OF SIGNIFICANT EVENTS 

St. Mary's College, a school for Boys, is founded by Father Edmund Burke, and is 
located at the comer of Grafton Street and Spring Garden Road. The school is not 
permitted to open, however, because of government regulations restricting 
denominational schools. The building intended for the College is used as the St. 
Mary's Basilica Glebe House. The year 1802, however, is recognized as the 
founding date of Saint Mary's University. I 

Father Burke provides an informal Catholic education for a few young men in 
his house.I 

Father Burke opens a school for small boys. 

The government recognizes denominational schools. St. Mary's College moves to 
Grafton Street, occupying the building that currently houses the Catholic Pastoral 
Centre of the Archdiocese of Halifax. Its intended purpose is to serve as a seminary 
for the education of young Catholic men for the priesthood. 2 

1841 St. Mary's College is incorporated and given temporary degree granting powers, and 
moves to Belle Aire Terrace (off Agricola Street). 

1852 St. Mary's College is given permanent degree-granting power, and the College and 
High School begin a separate existence. 3 

11168 Teaching duties at St. Mary's are taken over by the Christian Brothers of Saint John 
the Baptist de la Salle. 

1876 "The University Act" is passed, which states that Dalhousie, King's, Mount Allison, 
St. Francis Xavier, and St. Mary's will be regarded as Colleges of the non-sectarian 
University of Halifax, and that each will confer their degrees in the name University 
of Halifax. Each College will receive a yearly government grant. As a result of this 
Act, the Christian Brothers of Saint John the Baptist de la Salle leave Halifax. 4 The 
College is taken over by the Archdiocese and is moved from Belle Aire Terrace to 
Barrington Street (near Tobin Street). 

1181 The "University of Halifax" ceases to exist, and government grants to each of the 
Colleges are stopped. St. Mary's College closes due both to lack of funding and lack 
of a teaching faculty.

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Patrick Power, a prominent businessman, dies and leaves a bequest in his will for a 
boys' college, but stipulates that in order to be eligible for the bequest, the school 
must be run by the Jesuits. The Archdiocese is unable to find an order of Jesuits to 
run the school, and are thus unable to comply with the terms of the will.5 

The Archdiocese is unable to find a Catholic order to run St. Mary's and is thus 
ineligible to use the Power bequest funds. The Archdiocese undertakes a successful 
drive for funds, and St. Mary's College reopens at Windsor Street and Quinpool 
Road ( currently the site of the St. Vincent Guest House). Local priests fulfil 
teaching duties.1 

The Irish Christian Brothers ". .. were contracted as the teaching order for St. 
Mary's. "2 The executors of Patrick Power's will decide to grant the money of his 
bequest for the opening of the College under the Brothers' administration. 5 

The College publishes an academic calendar for the first time. 

St. Mary's becomes affiliated with Nova Scotia Technical College; a three year 
course in Engineering is set up at St. Mary's. 

The Halifax Explosion occurs on December 6, 1917. There are no serious 
injuries at the College, but the students are sent home and the facility is used as an 
emergency hospital for two months. The school is then repaired and re-opened in 
February 1918. 

The Yearbook is published for the first time. 

One million dollars is offered by the Carnegie Foundation for the Improvement of 
Higher Education to " ... promote a Federation of all Colleges in the Maritimes and 
Newfoundland with Dalhousie University. "5 

The Universities Conference Report recommends that all "institutions of higher 
learning" in the Maritime Provinces move to Halifax and " ... become constituent 
colleges of a new university." 

Pope Pius XI declares, via the local Archbishop, that no Catholic Colleges shall enter 
the proposed federation of universities. With the withdrawal of the Catholic 
institutions, the idea of a federation is abandoned. 5 

A Commerce department is established. 6 

The student newspaper, St. Mary's Journal, is published for the first time. 

a result of disagreements between the Archdiocese and the Irish Christian 
Brothe o er the running of St. Mary's, the Upper Canada Province of the Society of 
J th Jesuits take o er the institution.2 
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The land of the Gorsebrook Golf Club is acquired by the Archdiocese on which a 
new St. Mary's College is to be built.2 The land "originally" belonged to a wealthy 
and prominent Halifax citizen, Enos Collins.1 

The Halifax School of Journalism is established as a joint venture of St. Mary's, 
Mount Saint Vincent, and King's College. 

The sod is turned on the Gorsebrook Golf Club land and construction of the McNally 
building commences. 

St. Mary's High School and St. Mary's College move to the McNally building. The 
building contains classrooms, student rooms, and living quarters for the Jesuits. The 
high school occupies three rooms on the second floor. 2 

The Canadian Martyrs' Parish is established to serve the needs of South End Halifax 
residents; the foyer of the McNally building is used as its chapel. The first mass is 
said on September 14.7 This marks the beginning of what will become a long 
association between Canadian Martyrs' Parish and St. Mary's. 

The College Chapel is officially opened on November 28, and will serve as the home 
of Canadian Martyrs' Parish. The Chapel is attached to the McNally building.7 

Credit and non-credit evening courses are offered for the first time to part-time 
students, both women and men.2 

A non-credit adult studies program begins. 

St. Mary's becomes affiliated with Ignatius College in Guelph and Regis College in 
Willowdale. 

The Student Directory is published for the first time. 

The School of Education is established. 

The St. Mary's football team is given the name "Huskies"; they had previously been 
known as the "Saints".8 

St. Mary's acquires the "Royal Mc-Bee LGP-30" electronic digital computer, the first 
electronic digital computer in the region. The computer is available for both 
educational and industrial usage. 1 

A Faculty Manual is drawn up for the first time, " ... which codified the regulations 
governing appointments, rank, and tenure." 7 

Saint Mary's launches an "Expansion Program". Collins House, part of the original 
estate on whose lands the current campus now stands, is tom down to make way for

1963 The Board of Studies is renamed the University Senate; the old "Senate• is 
more appropriate title "Board of Governors". 7 

1963 The Canadian Martyrs' Parish Centre is officially opened in February.7 

1963 Saint Mary's High School closes; there are approximately 25 students in the 
graduating class.2 

1964 Saint Mary's withdraws from the Halifax School of Journalism. 

1965 The Library opens. 

1965 The Halifax School of Journalism closes.

1966 Saint Mary's establishes its first "purely academic" post-graduate program, an MA in 
the history of science. 1 

1966 The Alumni Arena opens. 

1966 The Saint Mary's University Students' Association is incorporated. 

1967 The Student Centre and Science Building open. 

1968 Saint Mary's becomes co-educational. 

1968 A seventeen-floor high-rise opens for use as a student residence; four floors are 
specially designed for physically challenged students.7 

1969 "Huskies Stadium" is constructed in preparation for the Canada Summer Games.4 

1970 Administration of Saint Mary's transfers to a "lay" board of governors, and the 
Jesuits are replaced by secular staff. The University continues to recognize its 
Catholic tradition. 2 

1971 The sod for the new Canadian Martyrs' Church is turned on Easter Sunday; the 
Church is officially opened on December 12. 

1971 Loyola Academic and Residence Complex opens. 

1972 The Rev. Michael W. Burke-Gaffney Observatory opens. 

1974 The Saint Mary's University Faculty Union is certified as a bargaining unit. 

1974 A Master of Business Administration (MBA) program commences.6

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1975 The Institute of Human Values is established. 

1976 The Patrick Power Library opens. 

1979 The International Education Centre opens.6 

1981 Co-operative Education programs are established by the departments of Geography 
and Sociology. 

1982 The Gorsebrook Research Institute for Atlantic Canada Studies is established.6 

1982 The X-ray Fluorescence Centre opens.6 

1983 The China Program is established. 9 

1985 The Atlantic Centre of Research, Access, and Support for Disabled Students is 
opened. 

1987 Saint Mary's Athletics and Recreation Tower ("The Tower") opens. 

1988 The CMA program is launched. 6 

1988 Saint Mary's High School class of 1963 (the last graduating class) hold a 25th 
reunion. 

1989 The Business Development Centre opens in Burnside Industrial Park.6 

1989 The Co-operative Education program expands to include the faculties of Science and 
Commerce. 

1990 The Executive MBA program is introduced. 6 

1993 The "Frank H. Sobey Faculty of Commerce" is dedicated in October. 

1994 Announcement of the phasing out of the Education Faculty due to Rationalization 

1995 Saint Mary's University confers close to 1600 degrees, diplomas and certificates on 
the largest graduating class in its history at spring and fall Convocations. 

1995 Students admitted to the first undergraduate environmental studies program in a 
Halifax university. 

1996 The provincial government endorses Saint Mary's participation, along with six other 
universities, in the Metro Consortium, developed to encourage the sharing of 
resources in the Halifax university system.

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1997 Construction begins on The Sobey Building, future home of The Frank H. Sobey 
Faculty of Commerce. 

1998 Classes begin in The Sobey Building in September and the building officially opens 
on November 19. Two courses are offered via the World Wide Web. 

1999 On February 16th, 62 students in The Gambia receive degrees through Saint Mary's 
University Extension Program. Starting in the fall semester, Criminology offers 
major, honours and masters programs. 

2000 A doctoral program in Business Administration (Management) begins in June. 
Gerard Hall becomes a temporary residence for 314 Saint Mary's students as the 
Loyola Residence closes in May for major renovations. 

2001 The newly renovated Loyola and Vanier residences reopen in September.

SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION PASSED 
RESPECTING SAINT MARY'S UNIVERSITY/COLLEGE1 
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1841 An "Act for Incorporating the Trustees of the St. Mary's College at Halifax" is passed 
on March 29. The institution is granted temporary, general degree-granting powers 
for eleven years. It is described in different parts of the Act as both College and 
Seminary. 

1852 The College's degree granting powers are made permanent on April 18. 

1873 An "Act Respecting St. Mary's College" is passed on April 30, "reviving" the 
legislation of 1841, which had expired due to forfeiture (the reason for forfeiture is 
unclear; it could have been a result of either a brief closure of the school, or failure 
of the lieutenant governor to fill vacancies on the school's Board of Governors, as 
the original act required). The Act states that the Archbishop is to appoint the 
Chancellor of the school. 1 

1876 The "University Act" establishes the University of Halifax.1 It states that Dalhousie, 
King's, Mount Allison, St. Francis Xavier, and St. Mary's are to be regarded as 
Colleges of the non-sectarian University of Halifax, and to confer their degrees in 
the name of the University of Halifax. 

1918 "An Act to amend the Law Respecting Saint Mary's College, Halifax" is passed on 
April 26. The school's right to confer degrees is confirmed by this legislation, and 
may have been necessary due to the previous closure of the university from 1881 to 
1903.10 

1949 An "Act respecting St. Mary's" is passed, which authorizes the episcopal corporation 
to contract the Jesuits or any other religious order to run the school free from senate 
control. 1 

1952 "An Act respecting St. Mary's University" is passed, in which the school is referred 
to as a "university" for the first time.1 

1962 A university corporation is set up and although the institution is still considered part 
of the Archbishop's responsibilities, a relatively autonomous Board of Governors is 
formed, as well as a university administration more in line with contemporary 
practice.1 

1970 The "Saint Mary's University Act" is passed in the Nova Scotia legislature, the result 
of which is a new Board of Governors with complete autonomy from the 
Archdiocese. The Catholic tradition is recognized, however, with the provision that 
the Archbishop and his Vicar General will be Chancellor and Vice-Chancellor,

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Note: The date of the transition from the spelling of "St. Mary's University" to "Saint Mary's 
University" is unknown, but is believed to have occurred sometime in the 1960s. Thus, all 
references to the name before 1960 are herein spelled "St."; after 1960, "Saint" is used. 
Also note that all references to "St. Mary's College", or "the College" prior to 1963 are 
inclusive of the high school.
