POSTER CONTROVERSY:
CENSORSHIP WOULD DENY
VOTER INFORMATION

Dear Editor,

Holly Taylor, the Coordina-
tor of the Saint Mary’s Univer-
sity Women's Centre, says that the
Saint Mary’s University Students’
Association (SMUSA) should
not have allowed an offensive
campaign poster to be displayed
on campus (Letters to the Editor,
28 February). Leah Bilodeau, the
Vice-President Finance and Op-
erations of SMUSA, tells us that
SMUSA is reviewing its authoriza-
tion process for campaign posters
in the hope that offensive posters
won’t make it onto campus walls
in the future (Letters to the Editor,
21 March). Taylor and Bilodeau
explain why the poster is offensive,
but neither explains why SMUSA
should have refused to authorize
it. The (SOC) 448.0 class hints at
an argument why SMUSA should
have kept it off the walls, as do
both Pam Stewart and Jennifer
Crawford (Letters to the Editor, 14
March): the presence of the poster
might perpetuate false and perni-
cious attitudes towards women.

Should SMUSA have refused
authorization? Should it have re-
moved the poster? Should SMUSA
now have in place standards that
would prevent similar posters from
appearing on the walls? There are
two good reasons for answering no
to each of these questions.

One, fairness requires that all
candidates be able to get out their
message, whatever that message
is, and however they see fit to get
itout. A censor who rules against
a candidate’s message or means
denies that candidate a fair run at
the office she seeks.

Two, voters cannot make an
informed choice unless they have
whatever information they deem
relevant to their decision. Students
atSaint Mary’s would like to know
just what a candidate’s attitudes
towards women are. A censor who
rejects a poster as sexist denies
voters information important to
them.

Taylor, Bilodeau, and Crawford
would respond to an offensive and,
perhaps, dangerous campaign
poster with rules and regulations
and censorship. It is sad that they
look instinctively to authority and
force to solve a problem--a prob-
lem that was solved, in the end,
by the good sense of the students
who saw the poster and knew for
whom not to vote. I commend all
of the letter writers I've mentioned
for their analysis and criticism of
the poster, though I would very
much like that the instincts of those
who recommend suppression and
increased oversight were different.
Still, even people who don’t- mind
using rules, regulations, censor-
ship, authority, and force in service
of a good end might not want to
be unfair to political candidates
or to deny voters information
they need. So I hope that Taylor,
Bilodeau, and Crawford will agree
with me both that it was best that
the poster remained on the walls
and that it would be a mistake for
SMUSA to tighten its authorization
procedures.

seems to me we have a simple case
of misunderstanding on our hands,
one of human nature.

Others read the bashings think-
ing all we get to see of these
women are their extreme views
about an issue they perceive as
being very different than the way
their counterparts see it. These
people might fret over to these
women are then selling chocolate
vaginas and promoting the Vagina
Monologues, a play that puts the
woman in a superior position.
However, the Vagina Monologues
is just a fun play, just as Doherty’s
poster was a fun picture. This is
probably why all the people in sup-
port of Mr. Doherty writing in have
been females who know Doherty.

They are fellow students
who perceived their rights as being
violated. They voiced their con-
cerns and this debate is the result.
There is no right or wrong, or good
or bad guys in this situation, just

two sides.

It's human nature. We all see
the world in different shades and
can take an event to be very dif-
ferent in context. Before we debate
like this again, we should all try
reading a little Piaget or cognitive
development; or better yet getting
information from the source.

DR. DODDS STUNS CROWD

Early last week, our university
president Dr. Dodds convened an
emergency press conference to deal
with what he called “an issue that
affects us all.”

Though it was only 3am on
Tuesday morning when the call
went out for the 5am press confer-
ence, many members of the media
managed to crawl out of bed to
attend. Staff members of the Saint
Mary’s Journal were already up at
the time. We're too busy working
on keeping you informed to be
slowed down by sleep.

The press conference was origi-
nally to be held in the McNally
Auditorium, but the stage was still
set for SMUDS's Shakespeare pro-
duction. Dr. Dodds instead moved
the whole shebang to the Tim
Horton'’s in the Loyola building.
Later he would state that it was a
better venue, considering its close
proximity to the problem area.

As the media was setting up
their equipment, Dodds was seen
nervously pacing back and forth.
The atmosphere was mostly one
of excitement, tinged with a hint
of fear, covered with a fatigued
glaze and cooked over a hunger
flame for 4-6 minutes or until done.

We were hardly prepared for the-

news that was about to befall us.
If only we had known to sheer
ferocity of the news we were about
to receive.

Dodd’s started at a slow, almost
monotonous pace. Maybe it was
intended to settle himself as much
as the crowd. Some reporters were
lulled into that false sense of secu-

rity that befalls the more inexperi-
enced new journalists. But not I,
oh no. This intrepid reporter could
already see the signs of impending
vicious swath of verbose about to
assail us all. It was clear in the
way he developed his rhythm as he
went. It began simple and relaxed,
but grew stronger and louder as
the prepared statement went on.
The pauses and breaks became
fewer and father between. Breaths
became more hurried and frantic
as Dodds began to crescendo in his
story of pure amazement. Eventu-
ally he abandons the podium as
just starts pacing the stage like
an angered lion, growling and
‘snarling his statement at the as-
sembled press.

The only
sound in the room for a long time
is the hum of the lights over head.
Finally, some of the crowd begins
-to gather there wits. They look
around to each other, too stunned
to say anything, and walk slowly
out of the room.

When my editors asked me to do a
review of The Bible, I said “What is
that?” They said, “It's the number
one best seller of all time, it’s been
translated in over 2000 languages
and it provides a lot of meaning
for billions of Christians and Jews
around the world.” With these
facts in hand, I assumed it would
be something to look forward to.
Boy was I wrong.

First, the book is in two parts -
Part1 and Part 2, otherwise known
as the Old Testament and the New
Testament. I'll be honest; I couldn’t
even make it halfway through Part
I for various reasons.

First, the text is so dense and
so utterly dry it took me about 3
days to get past the first Chapter
which, even though it was called
“Genesis,” made no reference to
Peter Gabriel or Phil Collins to my
dismay (coincidentally, the second
chapter called “Exodus” made no
reference to Bob Marley either).

Second, the plot is all over the
place. There are literally hun-
dred’s of characters to keep track
of though a couple, like this guy
Abraham and another dude named
Moses, pop up more often that not.
There are dozens of stories going
on at the same time, and none of

I them seem to relate to each other

until way later in the text (a la PT
Anderson) not to mention the fact
that some of these stories even

e mm R em oemommoemoem oo oemoem s omm s oms d contradict each other (two crea-

tions stories in the first chapter by
some “thing” named God). It's
almost as if Part 1 was written by a
multiplicity of sources, at different
times, in different places and then
thrown together to make one book.
Who does that?

Finally, some of this stuff just
didn’t make sense. An entire chap-
ter is devoted basically to listing
off a bunch of things you can and
can’t do. What does that have to do
with plot summary or character de-
velopment? Seriously. And don’t
even get me started on the chapters
devoted to these crazy wanderers
who go about spouting that the end
of the world is coming. The Ezekiel
character is clearly supposed to be
an adaptation of a drug addict, but
the authors fails to portray him ac-
curately as such.

Now don’t get me wrong, there
was some cool stuff going on.
There’s some sweet violence, lusty
love affairs, wicked government
corruption and intense sacrifices
to read about, but all in all, you're
lucky if you can get past Part 1
without falling asleep 80 times.

Having said all that, I skipped
straight ahead to Part 2, which was
shorter.

The interesting thing is that
though this is sort of a sequel to
Part 1, it can be read independ-
ently, soit’s beyond me while they
even combined the two Parts in
one book.

The character development in
this text is much more interesting,
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easier to focus on and funny (yes,
funny). The main character, this
guy named Jesus, is a comedic gen-
ius, baffling his friends with hilari-
ous anecdotes and witty parables.

The plot s (finally) concise, and
simple. The only problem is, it’s
repeated four different times in the
first four different chapters. One
would have sufficed.

You can find all of the enticing
action of Part 1 in its sequel as well.
There’s betrayal, love, prostitutes,
police brutality and (gasp) even
murder about in Part 2. I won't
give the ending away, but some-
body dies, and his name might be
Jesus. Just saying.

The final chapter of Part 2 is a
really weird apocalyptic scene that
scared me into thinking the author
was pulling a trick from the “Dal-
las” or “Newhart” script-writing
teams, teasing us with the whole
“and it was all a dream” ending.
Luckily that never happened, so
I'm still a bit confused.

As a whole, this book left me
exhausted. There is just too much
going on at once. This is clearly
the author’s first attempt at litera-
ture and it proves that he needs to
buckle down and focus his ideas
a little more. I've heard rumours
that the Jesus character is coming
back, presumably to star in another
book by this author (who, by the
way, remains unnamed - who does
that?). If he does, let’s hope it's a
lot better than The Bible.
