FR. BURKE-GAFFNEY 
LECTURES IN PARIS 

Father M. W. Burke-Gaffney, S.J., Saint 
Mary's University, Halifax, was in Paris 
August 24th - September 1st.

D. in Astron­
omy from Georgetown University, Washing­
ton, in 1935, and Doctor of Engineering 
(Honoris Causa) from the Nova Scotia 
Technical College in 1955. 

Father Burke-Gaffney has been at Saint 
Mary's University since 1940, and at pre­
sent is Professor Emeritus, Astronomy. 

He is a member of the American Astron­
omical Society; life member of the Royal 
Astronomical Society of Canada; honorary 
life member of the Association of Profes­
sional Engineers of Nova Scotia; an as­
sociate fellow of the Canadian Aeronautical 
and Space Institute.

FATHER CROWE 
PUBLISHES BOOK 

In the preface of his new book, A Time 
of Change - Guidelines for the Preplexed 
Catholic, (Bruce Publishing Co., Milwaukee), 
Father Crowe says: 

The title ,already suggests the type of 
reader for whom this book is written, but I 
should like to spell this out with greater clar­
ity. I have liad in mind neither the sophis­
ticated world of the theologian nor the sim­
ple world of the unquestioning believer, but 
th,at in-between world of those who take an 
intelligent interest in their faith and culture 
without having the opportunity or leisure tol 
study theology in the manner of profession­
als . . . In particular, I have written for the 
generation growing into middle age; they 
were schooled in the old mentality and are 
faced now with the problem, not only of liv­
ing out the best part of their lives in a new 
world, but also of communicating with their 
adolescent children who hold views that seem 
poles apart from those their parents were 
taught. The parents are an inquiring, intelli­
gent, interested but somewhat bewildered: 
generation; they are also, I think, a some­
what neglected generation . . . It is to help 
them, to give a certain theological basis to 
their thinking, to show them how they may 
face the problems of the times without undue 

fear and confusion, that I venture to put my 
ideas into a book . . .
