Dr. Cyril Byrne wins teaching medal

For many students, 
Dr. Byrne's lectures do 
more than captivate. 
The also inspire. "I 
know a few people who 
changed their majors to 
English after taking 
courses with Dr. Byrne," 

Dr. Cyril Byrne says Pauline. When I 
started here, I planned 

to go into Psychology, but now, after the 
Intro to Lit. course, I've switched my 
major to English." 

In addition to his fascinating presen­
tation of material, students commend his 
patient approach in answering their ques­
tions and considering their ideas. 

"I came to Saint Mary's after being 
out of school for many years, so you can 
imagine I felt quite intimidated when I 
started here," explains Pauline. "But Dr. 
Byrne and my other profs treated me and 
my classmates with respect and patience 
both in and out of the classroom." 

In addition to his duties as a full pro­
fessor of English department, Dr. Byrne 
was involved in establishing the Atlantic 
Canada Studies program and the Chair 
of Irish Studies. His continuing efforts 
in maintaining the programs have been 
outstanding. Since 1986, he has raised 
over $1 million for the Chair of Irish 
Studies. 

Dr. Byrne has also promoted Irish 
Studies energetically throughout Cana­
da and Ireland. His activities were 
acknowledged in 1993 when he was 
appointed to th~ Order of Canada, in 
recognition of his contribution to the field 
of education. 

The Father William A. Stewart, SJ 
Medal for Teaching, sponsored by Saint 
Mary's University Alumni Association, 
is given to Dr. Byrne in honor of his "con­
tributions in the classroom and extra cur­
ricular activities which have enhanced 
the life of the University." 
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Fred MacGillivray gets distinguished service award 
Dr. Frederick MacGillivray is one of Saint 
Mary's most honored alumni, and in May, 
1994, the CEO of Woild Trade and Con­
vention Centre in Halifax received the Dis­
tinguished Community Service A ward 
from the Saint Mary ' s Alumni Associa­
tion. This award is given infrequently, and 
recognizes outstanding achievement and 
contribution to the community and Saint 
Mary's. 

Chuck Bridges, Director of Public 
Affairs, nominated MacGillivray for the 
award, noting in his nomination that, "Fred 
has always given significantly of his time 
and talents to non-profit endeavors in his 
community. Saint Mary's has benefited 
greatly from Fred's ongoing support and 
interest." 

How does he feel about the honor? 
MacGillivray says, " I was very proud to 
receive it, it's always nice to be recog­
nized by your peers, but it is especially so 
to be recognized by Saint Marys' Uni­
versity. You don't have to be recognized 
by your peers in your school for things 
that you do, but it's nice when every once 
in a while someone says thank you." 

The Alumni Distinguished Communi­
ty Service Award is not the only token of 
appreciation MacGillivray owns for his 
charitable work. MacGillivray is also the 
recipient of the Canadian Progress A ward, 
Atlantic Canada Plus Distinguished Ser­
vice Awards, an Honorary Doctor of Laws 
from St. Thomas University, and the Gov­
ernor General's Medal commemorating 
the 125th anniversary of Canada. 

MacGillivray has received the awards 
for his community work and currently sits 
on many volunteer organization boards in 
Halifax, such as the United Way, Halifax 
Board of Trade, Canadian Children's Foun­
dation "Kids Help Line" Nova Scotia, Blue 
Cross of Atlantic Canada, and The Couns 
cil for Business and the Arts in Canada. 
He is also on the Advisory Board for the 
Canadian Council of Grocery Distributors 
and is the Chairman of the Nova Scotia 
Rehabilitation Centre Foundation Board. 

Born and raised in Halifax, Fred attend­
ed Saint Mary's high School when it was 
part of Saint Mary's University. He grad­
uated in the last class of the high school 
in 1963. MacGillivray continued his edu­
cation with three years in the commerce 
program at Saint Mary ' s University. 

His business career began in 1959, while 
still a student, as a carry-out boy at the 

Green Street IGA. He then joined Domin­
ion Stores part-time and at the age of 32 
became Division Manager in 1978. In 1983 
MacGillivray joined Lumdsen Brothers 
Ltd. in Burlington Ontario, and became 
President and Chief Executive Officer. 

Five years later he joined Bolands/IGA 
as President and saw sales increase by 
$200 million to $500 million. In March of 
this year MacGillivray joined Trade Cen­
tre Limited as President and was quoted 
as saying, "My efforts obviously will be 
devoted to this facility as they were to my 
previous business connection, but execu­
tives in industry 
have to realize they 
must give back to 
the community to

one." 
Through all this he cites his wife of 27 

years, Susan, as "playing as major a role 
as I did in my success." MacGillivray says 
that he has achieved his goals by setting 
them, and making up his mind on how he 
was going to achieve them. "Things don' t 
just happen," says MacGillivray, "you 
have to go out and chase it, and work hard 
at it." 

MacGillivray has been involved in char­
ity work for the past 20 years. "More so," 
he explains, "in the last 10 years where 
I've been the CEO of a company, and obvi­
ously being the CEO of a company pro­
vides you the opportunity to use general 
persuasion encouraging your fellow work­
ers, encouraging your peers, to give gen-

erously to those who have a need. To give, 
to me, is so important, to give something 
back to our community, our university." 

MacGillivray has given back to Saint 
Mary's. A long time supporter he is a mem­
ber of the Board of Governors and the 
Capital Campaign Cabinet. He was also 
instrumental in initiating the Entrepreneurs 
of Tomorrow program in 1992, which 
awarded university scholarships to student 
who wrote the best essay on "Why I want 
to start my own business." 

Members of the Saint Mary's commu­
nity praise MacGillivray for the time and 
effort he has given to the university. Dr. 
Kenneth Ozmon, President of Saint Mary' s 

· says, "Fred has always been committed 
to Saint Mary ' s and its hard to imagine 
anyone could have been involved in so 
many things and done them all so well, 
but he has." Dr. Ozmon uses words like 
"bright, energetic, personable, commit­
ted," to describe MacGillivray. 

MacGillivray has fond memories of his 
student days and in particular he remem­
bers the positive influences of Father J.J. 
Hennessey, Father Bill Stewart, and Bob 
Hayes. He also remembers the camaraderie 
among the students. When he attended 
Saint Mary's there were only 400 students, 
which gave the university a real close-knit 
atmosphere, you had to know the people, 
you felt very comfortable there, the Jesuit 
priests and the professors were very help­
ful to the students. It was a university where 
the teaching staff took time to help the stu­
dents. MacGillivray learned a lot in uni­
versity which has remained with him after 
graduation. "The university taught us a lot 
about values ... it taught you how to inter­
mingle with people, socially it was a great 
learning experience." 

He thinks very highly of his alma mater, 
"Saint Mary ' s is a great school with an 
excellent business program, as well as the 
provider of a great education for students 
here in Nova Scotia, and others from 
abroad," says MacGillivray. "It is good to 
be involved with a university that doesn't 
run a deficit." 

MacGillivray likes to encourage oth­
ers to give their time to charity work as 
well. "I wish that other people who went 
to the university would play a more active 
role in helping the university from a fman­
cial aspect. "All of us who attended Saint 
Mary ' s should do our very best to help the 
university in any way we can." 
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Researchers 
receive almost 

$500,000 

Political science 
students stage 
mock parliament 

N FEBRUARY 16, mem- , 0 \, 
bers of Dr. Therese Arseneau 
and Dr. Don Naulls' "Cana­

dian Politics" classes brought political 
science to life. They staged a mock 
parliament, turning Nova Scotia's 
Province House, the oldest legislative 
building in Canada, into the House of 
Commons for a day. 

Twenty-eight researchers at Saint 
Mary's will receive almost half 
a million dollars in grants from 
the Natural Sciences and Engi­
neering - Research Council 
(NSERC) during the 1994-95 
academic year; nine per cent up 
on last year. The highest award 
goes to Dr. George Mitchell of 
the Astronomy and Physics 
Department, who receives $42,500 
to continue his study of "Inter­
stellar clouds and outflows" . 
Next come Dr. Michael White 
(Biology) who receives $30,000 
to begin research on "Down­
regulation of chlorophyll alb 
gene expression by ultraviolet" 
and Dr. J aroslav Dostal, who 
receives $30,000 to continue his 
research on "Application of geo­
chemistry to igneous petrogen­
esis ." Three members of the 
Finance and Management Sci­
ence Department received 
NSERC funding, two of them, 
Dr. Tony Charles and Dr. Har­
vey Millar, for fisheries man­
agement-related research. 

Students in both classes spent the 
first weeks of the semester choosing 
and studying their ridings, learning par­
liamentary procedure and planning their 
speeches and questions. Dr. Arseneau's 
class represented Liberal ridings, while 
Dr. Naulls' students played the roles 
of Reform Party MPs and members of 
Her Majesty's not-so-loyal opposition, 
the Bloc Quebec;:ois. When the day 
arrived, Black Rod led the Speaker (Dr. 
Arseneau) into the chamber, followed 
by the Governor General (Rants East MLA Ron 
Russell), while Dr. Naulls played the part of the 
Clerk of the House. The young parliamentari­
ans were quickly caught up in the atmosphere 
of Province House. As they applauded their

colleagues, booed their opponents or bowed to 
Madam Speaker before leaving the chamber, 
they seemed half engaged in playing a game of 
politics, but half in awe of something bigger­
a sense of democracy in action.

Joyce Chew, an honors 
biology student supervised by Dr. Douglas Strongman, has been 
too busy with her thesis to decide on the next step, but Dalhousie 
is one of her options. 

Wreck of Titanic rusts in peace 
The dream of raising the Titan­
tic literally falls to dust, accord­
ing to a top expert who spoke at 
a conference at the Burke Edu­
cation Centre recently. 

"At a depth of 3800 metres, 
even if the Titantic was com­
pletely intact as some people 
think it is, the water pressure 
bringing it to the surface would 
cause everything to collapse," 
said Steve Blasco, of the Geo­
logical Survey of Canada. 

Blasco, who saw the wreck 
up close after an 11 hour dive 
to the bottom, said it was filled 
with rusticles, streams of rust 
that look like icicles, but crum­
ble to the touch. Only three oth­
er wrecks are known to have 
developed this phenomenon. 

Blaco's dive was made in a 
Russian submarine contracted 
by IMAX because it's the only

type available that can power 
the batteries for the corporation's 
cameras. 

The Titantic sank on its maid­
en voyage from Southhampton, 
England to New York on April 
14, 1914 with a loss of 1,500 
people. 

The wreck was located on 
September 1, 1985 by a US­
French team of oceanographers. 



Goal for commerce 
students: a global 

• perspective 
Since he took over as dean of the 
Frank H. Sobey Faculty of Com­
merce last July, Dr. Scott Carson has 
been working to ensure that commerce 
students "have a much broader, more global per­
spective of the business world." More specifi­
cally, he is "investigating the possibility that 25 
per cent of future graduates will have at least 
one semester of international experience." 

In pursuit of this goal, Dr. Carson, Julia 
Sagebien of the Marketing Department and 
Director of Admissions Greg Ferguson attend­
ed Canada Expo '94 in Mexico City in March. 
While Carson and Sagebien cemented ties with 
La Salle University in Mexico City, Ferguson 
says, "I was there primarily to promote the Uni­
versity and our English language training pro­
grams. I was overwhelmed by the interest in 
Saint Mary's." 

Students begin studies in Vietnam 
The Atlantic-Canada Vietnam 
Linkage Project is funded by 
the Max Bell Foundation, The 
Asia Pacific Foundation, and 
alumni of Saint Mary's Uni­
versity. 

A group of six Canadian stu­
dents have arrived in Vietnam 
as part of this project. Five of 
the six are graduate students 
from Saint Mary's, Paula Clark, 

Erin Liley, Mark McCall um, 
Nadia Steuwer and Laura Sus­
ki. The group is accompanied 
by a faculty advisor, Gerry 
Cameron. 

The students have begun two 
weeks of intensive language 
training at the Hanoi Foreign 
Languages College. After that, 
they will begin an eight-week 
practical work experience. 

Learning about teaching 
The Quality of Teaching Com­
mittee, which works to help fac­
ulty members reach new heights 
as teachers, ended its 1993-94 
program with a wOikshop on grad­
ing students. "Principles of fair 
student assessment" was the top­
ic discussed by Dr. Todd Rogers, 
Director of the Centre for Research 
in Applied Measurement and 
Evaluation at the University of 
Alberta.

Faculty of education to close at Saint Mary's 
On April 15, Nova Scotia's 
Education Minister an­
nounced the government's 
plan to phase out education 
programs at Saint Mary's, 
Dalhousie and the Nova Sco­
tia Teachers College and 
make all remaining BEd pro­
grams two years in length. 

The Honorable John 
MacEachern said this deci­
sion is based on the recom­
mendations made by the 

Council on Higher Educa­
tion, which in turn were 
based on those submitted in 
the Shapiro report, which 
was released in January, 
1994. 

The Minister said the gov­
ernment accepts the recom­
mendation that teaching pro­
grams at Acadia University, 
Mount Saint Vincent Univer­
sity and Universite Ste.-Anne 
continue. One alteration to 

the recommendation is that 
the teacher education pro­
gram at Saint Francis Xavier 
will remain in operation until 
February 1995, at which time 
the Council will decide if the 
quality of the program meets 
the criteria outlined in the 
Shapiro report. 

The Minister also accepts 
Council recommendations 
that students be admitted to a 
final one-year BEd program 

this fall. Also, specialist pro­
grams, such as art, music and 
physical education and the 
role of the Nova Scotia Col­
lege of Art and Design will 
undergo further study. 

Dr. Terry Piper, Dean of 
Education, says, "We're dis­
appointed with the govern­
ment's plan, but we're now 
working to make this closure 
go as smoothly as possible 
for our faculty and students." 
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Three honored for community work 
Evelyn Rae Purdy 
Pollard, S.C. 
Doctor of Letters (Dlitt) 

Sister Evelyn Pollard, a mem­
ber of the Sisters of Charity, 
was volunteering with Cov­
enant House in New York 
when she decided to tum her 
attention to the needs of peo­
ple in Nova Scotia, her home 
province. 

Her first project after her 
return in 1981 was to establish 
Adsum House, an emergency 
shelter for abused women. 

During the early 1980s, she 
helped to establish the Metro 
Food Bank, was a member of 
the Homeless Network Com­
mittee, and assisted with the 
establishment of a support ser­
vice for women prostitutes. 

During the Fall of 1983, 
Sister Pollard widened her 
activities to include the needs 
of youth. She became one of 
the founding members and 
Vice-Chair of the Board of 
Directors for Phoenix House, 
a long-term co-ed facility for 
homeless youth. 

Sister Pollard moved to 
Boston in 1986 to work on a 
day program for the homeless, 
but returned to Halifax in 1990. 
Since then she has continued 
to work with community out­
reach programs. 

She is now working as a 
clinical social worker in Dart­
mouth, but still finds the time 
to maintain some volunteer 
activities. She is currently 
working with a Phoenix House 
committee to open a resource 
centre for young men and 
women. 

Clarence Eugene 
"Hank" Snow 
Doctor of Letters (DLitt) 

This native of Queens Coun­
ty has had a country music 
career spanning seven decades 
and several countries. 

On May 9th, the University conferred honorary degrees 

upon three people who have demonstrated that there are 

many ways to enrich the lives of those around them . 

Hank Snow Ronald Wong Sr. Evelyn Pollard 

He began his singing career 
on Halifax radio station CHNS 
in 1933. After much strug­
gling and risk-taking, he signed 
a record deal with RCA Vic­
tor in Montreal. That contract 
lasted for 46 years and is, in 
fact, the longest continuous 
recording contract in the his­
tory of the music business. In 
1950, his song, 'Tm Movin' 
On" topped the charts for 29 
consecutive weeks and 
remained on the charts for 14 
months. The song still holds 
the record for length of time 
at the number one position. 

Mr. Snow joined Nash­
ville's Grand Ole Opry in 
1950. His recordings and per­
formances have enjoyed inter­
national success in countries 
such as England, Germany, 
Japan, Korea, and Norway. 

Mr. Snow has received 
many honors from his fans but 
perhaps the biggest is the Hank 
Snow Home Town Museum 
and Country Music Centre in 
Liverpool, Nova Scotia, opened 
in 1991. 

Each summer a Hanks 
Snow tribute attracts fans from 
all over the continent. Local 
musicians entertain the crowds 

with renditions of Hank 
Snow's songs. 

Mr. Snow's work extends 
beyond music. In 1978, he 
set up the Hank Snow Inter­
national Foundation for the 
Prevention of Child Abuse 
and Neglect. His work with 
the Foundation was recog­
nized by the National Coun­
cil of Juvenile Judges. 

In 1991, Terence Dona­
hoe, then the Minister of 
Tourism and Culture wrote, 
"I don't think there is any 
question that in Hank Snow 
this province has produced 
a native son who has made 
a greater impact in the inter­
national country music geme 
than any other Canadian in 
history." 

Ronald Wan Hay Wong, 
Doctor of Civil Law (DCL) 

Ronald W. H. Wong received 
a Bachelor of Science degree 
from Saint Mary's in 1959 
and, in 1962, he completed 
a Bachelor of Laws (Honors) 
degree at Birmingham Uni­
versity in England. Through­
out his 18 years of legal prac­
tice in Hong Kong, Mr. Wong 

demonstrated excellence in the 
legal profession, in the busi­
ness world and in public ser­
vice. 

In 1984 Mr. Wong gave up 
his practice as a solicitor in 
Hong Kong and moved, with 
his wife and two young chil­
dren, to London, England, 
where he was a solicitor/con­
sultant for seven years. 

In 1991 he entered the cor -
porate world, taking charge of 
UK distribution of optical prod­
ucts for the Haking Group of 
Companies, one of the largest 
camera and binocular manu­
facturers in the world. 

Mr. Wong also serves with 
the British Dragon Boat Rac­
ing Association in England, 
an ancient Chinese sport now 
becoming popular in Canada, 
and as a member of the visit­
ing committee of the Har­
mondsworth Immigration 
Detention Centre near Lon­
don's Heathrow airport. 

Recently, Mr. Wong and 
his company have become 
active supporters of The Duke 
of Edinburgh's Award Scheme, 
which helps young men and 
women through their last years 
at University and into their 
first years of working life in 
industry. 

Mr. Wong's strong desire 
to participate in extra-cur­
ricular activities was just as 
evident during his early days 
at Saint Mary's, when he was 
elected as Honorary Treasurer 
of the Student Council, using 
as his campaign slogan, "You 
can't go Wong with Wrong"! 
This legend has been carried 
with him throughout his work­
ing life. Mr. Wong has con­
tinued to maintain his ties 
with the University, return­
ing to campus in 1992 to meet 
with former class colleagues, 
government representatives 
and business leaders to dis­
cuss past days and future 
directions. 
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While many Huskies Football fans 
will remember star quarterback 
Chris Flynn (1987-1990) for his 
on fleld heroics a young woman 
In France has the good fortune 
to remember him as the man 
who saved her life on March 
15, 1994. 

At the helm of the 
Crolsy,Sur Seine Fighters 
for the last three seasons 
as quarterback, defensive 
back and coach, Flynn 
along with former stand­
out receive Matt 
Nealon (1.988-1991), 
were out walk­
ing when 
Nealon spot­
ted an object 
In the water. 
Reallzlng It 
was a woman the 
pair ran to the river 
bank and without hesi­
tation Flynn dove In. 

"I held on to her with one hand and swam 
with the other. I fully realized I wasn't advanc­
ing so I had to change tactics. I asked her to 
hang· on to my neck and climb on my back so 
I could swim normally." Describing himself as 
an average to poor swimmer, 
Flynn as many Huskies fans 
saw In the past, "never 
thought about It, I Just 
reacted." 

Flynn's heroism has 
not gone unnoticed. On 
May 6th the city d Palls 
presented him with a 
citation for his act of 
courage and bravery.

Ordering transcripts 
It is not nearly as difficult as you think to order copies of 
your academic record from Saint Mary's University. 

Official transcripts are sent directly to third parties, i.e., 
other academic institutions or business/professional organi­
zations. Unofficial transcripts are issued directly to you and 
are marked "Issued to Students". 

Transcripts of records are considered to be privileged 
information and are not released to those outside the Univer­
sity without the written permission of the student or former 
student. 

To request a transcript, you must complete the appropri­
ate form, obtainable from the Registrar, or forward a letter of 
request to the Records Office at the University.

Cut taxes, alumna tells finance minister

Marianne Hood, 
BComm. '89, can't 

escape them. By day she's an 
accountant ac Atlantic Canada's 
largest hospital, the Victoria 
Genetal in Hali.tax 

And by night recently, she 
was studying unemployment fig­
ures and dense fedetal analyses of 
the Canadian economy in prepa­
ration for an audience with 
Finance Minister Paul Martin. 

Ms. Hood, 26, was one of 10 
so-called ordinary Atlantic 
Canadians selected by a research 
firm to give the minister some 
ideas for economic recovery in a 
pre-budget conference in Halifax. 

"I think one way to start the 
economy is there has to be more 
money to spend." she said in an 
interview at her office in the VG. 

"And either you do that 
through the creation of jobs and 

new industries, or increase the 
take-home pay of people work­
ing." 

She favours cutting taxes and 
planned to tell Mr. Martin so 
during the one-day session which 
was to involve 90 other people 
from various fields who were 
asked to participate by the 
Atlantic Provinces Economic 
Council. 

Hali.tax was the first stop of 
Mr. Martin's four-city, $800,000 
tour. Ocher conferences were 
held in Montreal, Toronto and 
Calgary. 

Participanrs focussed on the 
two key problems facing Ottawa: 
reducing the deficit and promis­
ing growth. 

Ms. Hood knows she can't 
speak for all Atlantic Canadians, 
but says there are similar prob­
lems in each province, like the 
downturn in the fishery. 

She didn't expect a lot of self-

ish ideas would be put forward at 
Saturday's conference. "I think 
everyone is in the same boat." 

After graduating from Saint 
Mary's University, Marianne 
worked at the accounting firm 
Deliotte Touche and last August 
was hired by the VG as manager 
of accounting. 

A research company asked her 
to participate in the Martin 
think-tank. "Some people would 
chink, "Why bother?" But I 
don't think they already have 
their minds made up." 

"The finance minister stated 
that he wanted to engage 
Canadians in the process to build 
a consensus to make cough deci­
sions. Our conference will pro­
vide a unique Adantic 
Perspective at the earliest stages 
of that process."

Pastry Shop in Halifax, the delicious 

aroma of Fresh baked goodies hits them like a 
tonne of cream puffs, or eclairs, or chocolate 
cake or hard crust rolls. 

There is no W8'f to escape without investing 
in delicacies that are unbelievably high in calo­
ries but absolutely scrumptious. There are 
even tasties for diabetics in the shop's show­
cases. 

It's been that W8'f since February 1929 
when Peter Oelvallet ended a brief career as 
pastry chef at the Lord Nelson Hotel and 
opened his own business. He was followed by 
three of his eight children into this destination 
for culinary aficionados. 

"People tell us their mother used to bring 
them here eveiy Saturday for a gingerbread 
man," says Lynn Delvallet, manager of the 
business's retail and wholesale end. "And 
those gingerbread men are still being made by 
Ronnie Marriott, who has been here 45 years, 
was trained by Peter and still makes all the 
fancies and wedding cakes.• 

Peter passed 8W8'f in 1978, after retiring 
11 )'ears earlier when he realized his sons 
were ready to take owr.

Lou and Bob alW8'fs wanted to be In the 
business. They and their six brothers and sis­
ters were proud of what their father had 
accomplished, all working in the store from the 
time they could walk. 

Each Sunday after church, the Oelvallet 
clan would go from church to the store, take 
cookies out of the oven to cool and then head 
to lunch, Peter, with wife Abbie, worked long 
hours and It rubbed. off on the kids. 

Lou arrives for work most mornings at 2 
a.m. firing up the ovens and starting the daily 
production of 80 dozen hard crust rolls, 300 
trench sticks, and dozens of other breads, 
cookies, pies and cakes. His day doesn't end 

1 until early afternoon. 
Meanwhile, brother, Bob, who arrives at 

about 3 a.m. does the ordering of supplies, 
bakes cookies and handles many other duties. 

Lynn runs the retail operation and sells to a 
vast wholesale network that makes up 60 per­
cent of the company's business. 

French Pastry provides rolls and breads to 
many of the hotels in metro, something that 
Peter started in 1929. "People don't realize 
the volume we do.• said Lynn, adding she has 
had calls at home in the evening from desper­
ate chefs asking for an extra 100 dozen rolls 
for their next day's order. 

"The toughest order we've had was from a 
harried bride who missed the wedding cake on 
her checklist. She called Friday afternoon (for a 
Saturday wedding) and we delivered a three­
tier cake, fully decorated the next morning.• 

As the French Pastry Shop celebrated 65 
years In February, Peter Oelvallet may have 
looked down on what he started, knowing his 
family has retained one more Oelvallet tradi­
tion. 

Every Saturday, he gave parcels of baked 
goods to needy families. Today, Lou and Bob 
give Saturday's remainders and many leftowrs 
and day-old products to the Metro Food Bank.
