1975-2000 
Saint Mary's 
UniYersity Women 
Journey into 
Varsity Athletics

Recalling a quarter century of women's varsity ath­
letics at Saint Mary's projects a vivid synopsis of 

faces, places and events. It is gratifying to realize 
that over these 25 years, women's athletics at the 

south-end Halifax campus has not only survived and 
thrived through largely uncharted waters, but come 
of age in a reflection of societal progression now 

depicting women at the helm of their own destiny. 
In 1975, rwo sports (field hockey and basket­

ball) and less than 30 women were registered on 
eligibility lists submitted by Saint Mary's, yet it had 

been only a few short years since the first females 
(three in 1968) were permitted entrance to the 
former exclusively male institute of higher educa­
tion. As we bid adieu to this era, there are 110 
women competing in eight varsity sports. The Jesuit 
aura may not be evident as it once was, nor the 
memories as clear, of women athletes striving to fit 

into a top-heavy male environment, but these are 
the very things which were intrinsic in shaping the 
Huskies heritage and from which the women's var­
sity programs has evolved. 

A surprisingly large number of women have ap­
peared on SMU rosters since 1975 in a cornucopia 
of sports. An impressive collection of almost 50 
AUM championship tournament appearances to­

gether with a dozen CIAU showings belong to Saint 
Mary's women's teams, as well as numerous Coach 

of the Year laurels and dozens of Conference and 
Canadian All-Star awards. In addition, a high ratio 
of academic honours have been bestowed upon 
SMU women since 1975. Many Huskies have com­
peted on provincial teams and warranted try-outs 
with national squads; those who stepped up to rep­
resent Canada on national teams include Donna 
Hobin, Nancy Knowlton, Debbie Steele, Jadranka 

Crnogorac and Carol Turney in basketball; Darlene 
Stoyko, Monica Murray (nee MacKenzie), Sherry 
Ritcey (nee Conrad) and Joanie Selig-Langley in

field hockey; and Suzanne Muir who recently com­
peted in the 1999 Soccer World Cup. 

Camaraderie and resilience were defining ele­
ments in the 70's. Players possessed exceptional 
strengths which were prerequisites in navigating 
through the pressures and issues unique to a period 
when women's lib was a commanding influence, yet 

at the same time when most physical activities were 
still considered inappropriate and "unladylike" for 
women and received precious little endorsement or 
recognition. 

Nevertheless, it is interesting to note that Saint 
Mary's iced a women's hockey team in the mid-70's 
which warranted virtually no practice hours and less 

competition. Women participated in track and field, 
badminton, golf and tennis during the 70's, and 
were members of SMU's annual entry in the Inter-

national University Sports Fishing Tournament. 
Seventies student-athlete notables include Gov­

ernor General Award winner Dianne Chiasson (who 
was but a step away" from being granted the first 
ever Rhodes Scholarship to a Saint Mary's student). 
The 1975-76 season was extraordinary with the 
Canadian Olympic women's team relocating to 

Halifax with many Olympians enrolling at Saint 
Mary's and playing for the Huskies. It was also 1975 
when Nancy Knowlton and Kathy Ells established 
a women's summer basketball league, which has con­
tinued each successive summer and this year has 
reached its silver anniversary. 

With the l 980's arrived a welcome shedding of 
obsolete beliefs such as "women don't belong in the 
weight room," as well as the emergence of a new

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thinking, where equality and validity exist in the 
sports arena for women. Soccer was introduced 
as a women's varsity sport in 1987 and volleyball 
in 1988. Cross-training became the buzzword of 
the late 80's, but Saint Mary's women were al­
ready leaders in this concept, as they had always 
subscribed to the theory by simultaneously com­
peting in more than one activity. 

The final decade of this Millennium is with­
out doubt the best for women and for athletes. 
Women of the 90's are in a comfort wne .. . con­
fident, au courant and at ease with their opinions 
and options. Track and field and cross country 
have benefited from year-round coaching which 
began in the early 90's. Rugby was added to the 
varsity line-up in 1998 and ice hockey joined the 
women's varsity fold at Saint Mary's in 1999. 

Saint Mary's women's teams were originally 
called "Huskies" like their male counterparts; 
however, an administrative whim to acquire a 
separate identity produced the "Belles" of Saint 
Mary's in the ?O's. Alas, the Belles unanimously 
rejected the moniker and rebelled by playing {lit­
erally) with bells on their toes after which game, 
rightfully, Huskies was restored. 

A most remarkable achievement was the elec­
tion in 1981 of our Registrar, Elizabeth Chard, as 
the first female president of the CIAU, serving a 
double term as one of its very successful and in­
fluential presidents. Another Saint Mary's inno­
vator Debi Woodford, who in 1974 was the first 
female Sports Information Director appointed in 
Canada and who later became a founding mem­
ber of the Association of Canadian University 
Sports Information Directors. 

Kathy Mullane is the easiest to recognize of all 
who have added their names to the long and pres­
tigious list associated with women's athletics. She 
has integrally shaped and guided the women's pro­
gram at Saint Mary's since accepting basketball 
and field hockey coaching reins in May of 1973. 
Kathy has remained in Athletics and Recreation 
assuming increasingly more and diversified re­
sponsibilities. She is today the Manager, Facili­
ties and Programming, and also a professor in the 
Department of Management. Kathy is primarily 
admired for her fierce and tireless fight in demand­
ing fair funding, hours, equipment and support 
for her student-athletes. 

Saint Mary's surpasses most other Canadian 
universities with its large proportion of women 
holding administrative athletic and coaching po­
sitions. Many alumni maintain their connection 
with SMU Athletics and Recreation through con­
tinued support and association of the varsity and 
related programs, facility membership and use; 
among them Susan Beazley (nee Dunbrack) 
(former field hockey and basketball Huskie) and

her children who have participated in the Camp 
of Champions for the past decade. 

Failure to acknowledge Robert G. (Bob) Hayes 
as the driving force behind women's athletics at 
Saint Mary's would be an egregious omission. Just 
as he authored the successful men's programs, he 
likewise established and nurtured the women's 
program with his own stamp of initiative, vision 
and authority. 

Every accolade save one has been captured by 
SMU women; the sole award remaining un­
claimed is, as might be guessed, a national cham­
pionship. With Larry Uteck's strong and dedicated 
leadership (perhaps encouraged by wife Sue 
Maloney, a former field hockey Huskie), the first­
ever Canadian title cannot be far from Saint Mary's 
grasp. When that top rung is achieved, it will be 
well and truly earned, and escrow conditions im­
posed on a gift presented in 1978 by long-time 
Huskies' friend Jack Gray to Bob Hayes will have 
been met. Mr. Gray's gift was entrusted to the safe­
keeping of then President Dr. Owen Carrigan, and 
will be released to the inaugural CIAU champi­
ons who, in turn will be the only ones ever enti­
tled to enjoy this unique vote of confidence in 
the women's varsity athletic program at Saint 
Mary's University. 

The author recognizes her rendition is biased toward 
the early days and possibly misses important events 
and personalities in the late BO's and throughout the 
90's. By way of explanation, the author worked in 
Athletics from 1972 to 1987 and has relied upon 
others to complete and provide information.

Chemistry professor wins the 
Father Stewart Medal for Excellence in Teaching

Rob Singer isn't really all that comfortable with hav­
ing the word Doctor in front of his name. 

The 34 year-old chemistry professor has become a 
real hit among students and faculty at the University. 
But he's also a humble person. This was obvious when 
sitting next to him the night he received the Father 
Stewart Medal for Excellence in Teaching. As his list 
of accomplishments is read out loud, the title "Dr. 
Singer" is repeated over and over. He grins with em­
barrassment each time he hears the title being used, 
hardly recognizing that they are referring to him. He 
then leans over and quietly says: "I wish they would 
just call me Rob." 

He was overwhelmingly nominated by students 
and faculty as the recipient of the Father Stewart Medal 
for Excellence in Teaching. This award goes to a pro­
fessor who has gone above and beyond the call of duty 
for students both in and outside the classroom. 

He is the kind of person who many on campus 
describe as the "ideal kind of professor." He encour­
ages students to ask questions and participate in lee-

tures, challenges them to always do their best, and 
makes himself available at all times to answer students 
questions - anytime, anywhere, even if it's on a street 
corner. He lives and breathes chemistry, and is always 
willing to share his passion of the subject with students. 

"Dr. Singer's consistently high teaching evaluations 
are a good indication that students regard him as an 
extremely effective teacher," says Dr. Doug Strongman, 
who recently completed his term as the Acting Dean 
of Science. "He is a dedicated professor who has worked 
hard at developing his courses in the relatively short 
time he has been at Saint Mary's." 

But he's more than just a professor at the Univer-

sity. He's also a proud alumnus, graduating with hon­
ours in chemistry in 1986. Afrer completing his stud­
ies at Saint Mary's, he then went on to pursue graduate 
work at Simon Fraser University in British Columbia, 
and shortly afrer conducted a Post-Doctoral Fellow in 
Marburg, Germany while holding an Alexander von 
Humboldt Research Fellowship. 

Just afrer receiving his Ph.D., he heard about a teach­
ing position at Saint Mary's. His time here was so 
memorable that he just knew that this would be the 
perfect place to set up shop to conduct research, and 
pass along his knowledge and enthusiasm of chemistry 
to students. Now, with not even having six years under 
his belt as a full-time faculty member, he's landed al­

most $200,000 in research grants, an achievement 
almost unheard of among chemists his age in 

Atlantic Canada. 
For the last two years, the popular 

Maclean's Guide to Universities in Canad.i has 
ranked him as one of the top five profes­
sors at Saint Mary's. Students rave about 

him, claiming his enthusiasm for chemistry 
is contagious and makes lectures fascinating, 

and at times even entertaining. 
"Students naturally go to him for help with their 

problems, academic and others, and he gives freely 
of himself in helping them deal with these difficul­
ties," says Dr. John C. O'C. Young, a professor in the 
chemistry department. He was one of Dr. Singer's pro­
fessors in the 1980s, and today they both work along­
side one another. 

Greg Ferguson, who is the director of admissions, 

says that Dr. Singer has demonstrated a high level of 
interest in getting to know his students on a first name 
basis and is extremely interested in their educational 
and career goals. 

"Dr. Singer has been a real champion for the ad­
missions office in that he has initiated several of his 
strategies to attract new science students to Saint 
Mary's; invited local high school students on his own 
initiative, to visit the science faculty and tour the cam­
pus," says Ferguson. 

Dr. Singer says he was quite "flattered" when he 
first learned that his students and fellow colleagues 
were nominating him for the award. "When I learned 
I had actually won the award, I was obviously very 
pleased and honoured. I was familiar with some of 
those who had won the award in the past, among them 
are some close colleagues who I highly respect as peo­
ple and professors," he says. "So, to be categorized 
with them as winners of the award is a great honour." 

Dr. Singer says that what ever he is doing right 
just comes naturally. He keeps his office door open at 
all times for students, allowing them to ask questions 
or even drop by to talk about life. He ensures that his 
lectures are always fun and interesting, and most im­
portantly makes sure students are getting full value 
for their buck. In fact, with ten minutes remaining in 
class, most professors will let their students go. But 
Dr. Singer is known for saying: "I still have ten more 
minutes of the lecture remaining, so I just want to 
give you your money's worth." 

He presents opportunities to students, whether it 
be through offering them employment in his research 
lab, keeping them informed of job opportunities, or 
encouraging them to pursue graduate studies. 

And he is also a person who craves constructive 
criticism from students and colleagues in the chemis­
try department, which he can adapt and hopefully 
improve his courses. He is always looking for innova­
tive teaching methods to incorporate into classes. 

"I like to keep my classes as fresh as possible and I 
don't want them to become stale," he says. 

During the summer Dr. Singer finds himself work­
ing on research projects in his lab on the second floor 
of the science building. He has a team of five student 
research assistants, all of whom have been awarded 
grants from the Natural Science and Engineering Re­
search Council (NSERC). 

His research is funded by NSERC, the Petroleum 
Research Foundation (Administered by the American 
Chemistry Society), Nova Scotia LINKS (N.S. De­
partment ofEducation), Saint Mary's University (Sen­
ate Research), and the Saint Mary's SEEP Program. 

But chemistry is not his only passion. He and his 
wife Shirley are now busy spending time with their 
newborn son, Benjamin James. 

Also outside of the class and lab, one can find him 
on the field playing rugby, a game which he has en­
joyed for years. 

So, Dr. Singer looks forward to his future here at 
Saint Mary's. "Work hard and good things will hap­
pen," and "finish what you start" are his two best pieces 
of advice he tells students. •

tudents of Professor Farrell's Strategic 
Management class have been hitting the 
road. Literally. Students of MGT 489 
have been visiting the boardrooms of 
companies throughout the province to 

make their final presentations and take tours of 
the facilities. 

This year, the students visited: the Sobey ex­
ecutive offices in Stellarton and saw the Cana­
dian investment art collection housed in the origi­
nal home of Frank Sobey; went on board a ship 
owned by Secunda Marine, which had to change 
berths while the students were on board; and at­
tended the site of the largest capital project in 
the province, Stora Forest Industries in Port 
Hawkesbury, to see the new papermill. 

At each location, the students presented their 
final strategic cases in the morning. The spon­
soring company for the day provided lunch for 
the students, and then they spent the afternoon 
touring the companies' facilities, plant and loca­
tion. 

The innovative class is intended to make the 
final presentation experience more realistic by 
presenting in a real corporate boardroom. Stu­
dents sometimes had to present with the compa­
ny's executives in the room. 

Says Professor Farrell, "When students rec­
ognize that they will be presenting outside the 
classroom, it heightens their own expectations 
of their work, consequently, they do a better 
job than they would have done in the class­
room. 

The idea came about in 1997 when Don 
Keleher and Dr. Ozmon were regaling Pro( 
Farrell about the beautiful boardroom at 
Sobey's. Now, Dr. Ozmon and Pro( Farrell 
identify potential firms and Dr. Ozmon 
makes the contact with the company's C.E.O. 

"Students love it," says Professor Farrell. 
"By the end of the course, we have been 
through so much together, the students 
know one another really well and they like 
that a lot." The course is more demanding, how­
ever, because students have to give up each Fri­
day in March to attend the tours and presenta­
tions. 

The funding necessary to transport the stu­
dents was supported by Atlantic Towing, Pepsi, 
Appleton Rum, SMUSA, Student Services, the 
Department of Commerce, the Academic Vice­
President's office, and the efforts of the 35 stu­
dents who contributed by organizing bake sales, 
ticket sales, fund raising and raffles. 
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Similar courses over the years have taken stu­
dents to Pratt and Witney, Maritime Medical, 
the Greater Halifax Partnerships, the Irving Ship­
yards and Volvo.

FOR DR. OWEN CARRIGAN 
Retired President and History professor says he's not going 
anywhere, anytime soon

It's early morning and the Bras d' or Lakes wait for 
Dr. Owen Carrigan. 

He stands with his morning cup of coffee on 
the porch of his cottage and stares at the water, 
occasionally glancing over at his 17-foot speed boat. 
The sounds of water splashing against the shore 
line and the boat lightly hitting the dock seem to 
go hand in hand. 

Soon he'll be in the drivers seat of that sporty 
boat, and with a bright smile, he'll turn the key to 
start the engine. 

Laurier University in Ontario. His first administra­
tive position was as Principal and Dean of Arts at 
King's College at the University of Western 
Ontario 

In 1971 he came to Saint Mary's as the first lay 
President. But he says that it wasn't an easy time to 
take on the role as President. The Archdiocese of Hali­
fax had just given up control of Saint Mary's, and it 
was now a public institution. "It was a real challenge 
at first to administer the University," he says. "When 
I came on board, the University had just become a 
co-educational institution, it had an accumulated

history professor behind the wheel of a 
speed boat , maneuvering his way 
through the gigantic lake with the spray 
of water lightly hitting his face. He's Dr. 
Carrigan, the one who teaches history, 
writes books, and always seems so con-

servative in both his manner and attire. 
But it's true. He enjoys his downtime when he can 
get it, and has a strong desire to spend time on the 
clear blue water that's just a stone's throw away from 
his Big Pond cottage. 

"This is one of the greatest places on earth," he 
says during an interview. He began vacationing 
there in the early 1960s. 

During the 1970s he served as the University's 
President, and at the end of June, 1999 officially 
retired as history professor. A farewell reception was 
held for him this past June, and he was also ap­
pointed as professor emeritus. 

"I've had a wonderful time at Saint Mary's, serv­
ing earlier as President and for the last 19 years as a 
history professor, " he told a packed room of fac­
ulty, staff and students who attended the special 
event. 

Born in New Glasgow, Dr. Carrigan received 
his Bachelor of Arts degree from St. Francis Xavier 
University, a Master of Arts from Boston Univer­
sity, and a Ph.D. from the University of Maine. 

In the late 1950s he took a job teaching history 
at Xavier College, and from there went to Wilfred 
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debt, and no financial endowment." 
At the same time there was also unrest among stu­

dents and faculty. Students were more radical in their 
views, and some tough negotiations took place dur­
ing the formation of the faculty union in 1974. 

"To a large extent, the turmoil on our campus was 
typical of what was taking place in higher education 
at universities right across North America," he says. 

But the University certainly had its share of good 
times during the 1970s. Along with introducing new 
academic programs, Dr. Carrigan took the lead role 
in the development of and fund raising for the Patrick 
Power Library. 

Along with a growing academic reputation in those 
years, the University also attracted substantial atten­
tion for its sports programs. 

The Huskies' football team won the Vanier cup in 
1973, and in 1978 and 1979, the men's Huskies' bas­
ketball team won back-co-back CIAU Champion­
ships. 

Dr. Carrigan gives full credit to the then athletic 
director Bob Hayes and the varsity coaches for build­
ing such a strong athletic program. 

Following his term as President he resumed full­
time teaching ·duties in the department of history 
and is now completing a 20-year career as professor 

and social historian. 
A passion for politics lead to his first book 

in 1968, Canadian Party Platforms: 1867-
1968. His primary research interests since 
returning to full time teaching has been so­
cial history and the study of crime in Canada. 
In 1991 , he published Crime and Punishment 
in Canada, A History. Two years ago he re­
leased juvenile Delinquency in Canada. Both 

books have enjoyed substantial sales and have placed 
him as one of the nation's leading experts in the study 
of crime. 

As part of his retirement projects he's recently 
completed a fiction novel, The Second Man, and is 
also involved in an academic research project on or­
ganized crime in Canada. 

"Look for these books in stores," he laughs. "The 
study of crime is something I certainly enjoy, and I 
intend to continue for quite sometime." 

His work over the years has certainly made him a 
recognized name not only in Canada but North 
America. Canadian Whos Who, American Whos Who, 
Leaders in Education, Contemporary Authors, Leaders 
of Education, and Men of Achievement are just a few 
of the many books he's listed in. 

So there is Dr. Carrigan, now inside his speed 
boat with the engine running. He gently pushes the 
gas lever, and moves slowly away from the dock. With 
one last look around, he pushes the lever harder and 
begins to pick up speed. 

And now he's gone. The salt water lake now knows 
that it doesn't need to wait for him any longer. •

Elizabeth Chard has been associated 
with Saint Mary's since 1961. She 
taught history throughout the 1960s 
and early 70s and has been the Univer­
sity's Registrar since 1973. For the past 
28 years she has also been active as a 
builder in intercollegiate and disabled 
sport associations on a local, regional, 
national and international level. From 
her role as faculty advisor to women's 
athletics at Saint Mary's, she served as 
president of the Atlantic Universities 
Athletic Association. She was also the 
first female and first non-athletic di­
rector to serve as President of the Ca­
nadian University Athletic Union, a 
post which she held for four years. 
Elizabeth continues to monitor the aca­
demic performance of the Athletics 
Department, as well as the academic 
advisor to the hockey program. 

In 1985, she was Assistant Chef de 
Mission to FISU, the World Univer­
sity Summer Games held in Japan, and 
two years later was the Chef de Mis­
sion for the Garnes held in Yugoslavia. 
She co-chaired the Summer Garnes Or­
ganizing Committee for the Nova Sco­
tia Special Olympics for over a decade, 
and co-chaired Nova Scotia's success­
ful bid to host the 1994 National Spe­
cial Olympic Summer Games. She 
helped organize the Pan-American 
Wheelchair Garnes in 1982 and was co­
chair of the 1983 World Wheelchair 
Basketball Championships. Elizabeth 
Chard continues to serve the athletic 
community in various capacities. 

In recognition of her more than two 
decades of service to athletics, Ms.

larry Uteck stands at midfield in Huskies Stad­
ium. The concrete seats sag noticeably and

It has been almost two years since the numb­
ness in Uteck's right arm and shoulder led doctors 

on a dark voyage to the truth. 

Two years since Uteck stopped believing he was 
simply being punished for the reckless way he at­

tacked opposing CFL players as an all-star defen­

sive back in the 1970's and discovered he has Amyo­
trophic Lateral Sclerosis (ALS). 

Commonly known as Lou Gehrig's disease, af­
ter the baseball great who died in June, 1941, ALS 
is a neuromuscular disease that attacks the nerve 
cells. 

Sorry dad was dying 
About 18 months ago, a local newspaper told of 

Uteck and his illness. The couple hadn't told all 

their family and friends before it was big news in 
Halifax. The next day, a schoolmate told Luke, now 

8, he was sorry his dad was dying. 

It has been 14 years since Sue met her husband 
to be while working at the Sea Horse Tavern. Uteck 

had retired from a successful CFL career and taken 

over a once-great Saint Mary's football program 
gone to seed. Needing weights for his players and 

with no money coming from the university, Uteck 

had taken out a personal bank loan and obtained a 
Ford Bronco on which he was selling raffie tickets.

Not only did he win a seat 
on council, he won a seat in the amalgamated mu­

nicipality and was elected deputy mayor. 
"What Larry's done in this city, he's a hero," 

said Huskies hockey coach Trevor Stienburg, 

named Canadian coach of the year last spring. 

Several weeks ago, a sold out benefit golf tour­

Memories of 
Frank Baldwin

Growing up in the South end of Halifax I, like so 
many others, would leave school and run across 
the street to the Canadian Martyrs Parish Centre. 
Each day after school the Parish Centre was open 
for those from the area to drop in play some bas­
ketball, floor hockey, volley ball (whatever was in 
season!). 

Every day, when my friends and I arrived, we 
would be greeted with a great bear hug by a jovial 
man named "Frankie." I didn't know it at the time, 
but Frank was a close friend of my father and he 
would become one of the oldest and dearest friends 
my family had. I was excited to know an adult 
who seemed to genuinely love children and enjoy 
chatting with all of us. 

My fondest memories of Frank are from every 
party and celebration he ever attended. Our fam­
ily Christmas parties or summer barbecues were 
always a hit with Frank. Usually the first to arrive; 
he couldn't wait till someone sat down at the pi­
ano (usually Frank Arab) or pick up a guitar and 
began playing so that he and his cronies from the 
old gang Qack Gordon, Ray Mombourquette and 
Joe Pottie) could start singing. These tunes were 
often ones they'd learned as boys in the Catholic 

Boys' Club shows and in the Saint Mary's Basilica 
choir, including Latin hymns! Often our house 
would be the setting for their monthly bridge 
games. Again, Frank, the first to arrive, could be 
found setting up the bar, taking drink orders, get­
ting some background music together or checking 
on what was to be the evening snack. It always 
amazed me that these men, who had seen their 
friends through some of the best and worst of times, 
had remained best of friends for over 50 years.

Along with the many parties there were the 
"Venetian Night" cruises on the Northwest Arm 
with a fleet of small crafts. Even though Frank 
was not a sea-faring man he bought a huge boat 
"The Cod Father"; it needed a lot of work, but 
when it was finally seaworthy there were many 
cruises and, inevitably, stories from these eve­
nings. There were weddings of family and friends 
with Frank's melodic voice leading the sing-a­
long. Frank was a world-traveler too and he could 
often be found making suggestions about where 
to travel, what to see and do. 

Frank was always a great support during those 
not so happy times as well. When my father was 
undergoing major surgery, Frank was one of the 
first at the hospital to visit, ask if there was any­
thing we needed and to cheer my father into 
laughter and light-a-fire under him when it was 
time to get up and start moving. At funerals, you 
could always hear Frank's voice well above the 
choir as he sang along to the old hymns. 

Speaking with one of Frank's co-workers fol­
lowing the funeral, he reminded me that Frank 
was multi-talented and belonged to many differ­
ent groups whose members never met until his 
death. There were friends from the world of sport, 
the young and old basketball players, choir mem­
bers, friends from church, friends from his 
younger years, his family - all who never knew 
each other. 

In the early 90s Saint Mary's University be­
stowed upon Frank an Honorary Doctorate. This 
was something that Frank never mentioned to 
anyone. It was a much-deserved honour and un­
til it made the news it was something that Frank 
never shared with even his closest friends. He was 
never a man who searched for adulation; how­
ever, he was always the brightest star. 

There are many favorite Frank-isms that will 
live on (in infamy!): "You know, an ordinary guy 
wouldn't be able to stand it", "Call the cops", 
"There are 3 million people in China who don't 
even know you played today". Probably some we 
even say to ourselves and wonder where they came 
from. 

Following the funeral mass and internment 
Frank's family hosted a reception for his many 
friends and admirers. There were many people 
who had a story or memories they wanted to share 
about Frank. Frank's nephews shared a prayer 
with the crowd that Frank tried to live by. 

Frank Baldwin died on Friday, 30th April after 
a very short and courageous battle with cancer. 
During his briefillness I heard many stories about 
Frank: the spiritual man, musician, singer, actor, 
sailor, son, brother and uncle, the world traveler, 
the coach and mentor, but most importantly, the 
friend. Frank will be missed by all whose life he 
touched. God bless you, Frank! •

tackles 
terrorists 
Alumnus wins 
BBli-millian judgment 
tar farmer hostages

In the wee hours of the morning at the University 
in 1963, James "Skip" Oliver, along with a few 
friends, climb out a window in residence. They 
stand on a ledge and take a look at the view about 
100 feet below. It's dark out, but the moon brings 
enough light for them to see a good chunk of the 
city's south end. One wrong move and that's it. 

Terrified of falling, they carefully maneuver their 
way along the ledge and stop at the window of the 
Jesuit dining hall. Inside, they stuff bananas, ap­
ples and other fruits into a pillowcase and walk back 
along the ledge to other students waiting at a win­
dow. 

"Only first year students could make a pact that 
if someone fell, there would be no screaming or 
hollering, as the other remaining on the ledge would 
be dismissed from the University," laughs Oliver. 
"This was always done before weekly confessions." 

It's a busy Friday afternoon in his law office in 
Norristown, Pennsylvania, a suburb tucked next to 
the city of Philadelphia. He is a senior partner at 
Murphy, Oliver, Caiola and Gowen, which was 
formed a year ago this June. The firm, consisting 
of 11 lawyers, is widely known for working and 
winning highly complex cases. 

His day is racked with meetings and conference 
calls with State judges and other lawyers from across 
the country. From an outsiders view, one may 
quickly assume that there aren't enough hours in 
the day for him to get everything done. But he re­
mains calm, cool and collected, knowing how to 
handle the pressure. After all, he's a well-known 
lawyer in the United States, instrumental in receiv­
ing multi-million dollar verdicts as a trial attorney 
in the areas of personal injury, products liability, 
medical malpractice and insurance law. 

His colleagues and the public are now touting 
him as a hero these days. You see, he was chief coun­
cil for three hostages who were among 18 Ameri­
cans held captive in Lebanon between 1982 and 
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1991 by Iran backed Hezbollah terrorists. A fed­
eral court judge in Washington has just handed 
down a $65-million judgment against the govern­
ment oflran. 

There are countries in the world, such as Iran, 
who financially back terrorist activities, so in 
Oliver's view the suit is a first in crippling such 
horrific activity. 

His clients still suffer mentally from being held 
hostage, experiencing everything from beatings to 
electric shockings. It turns out that one of the hos­
tages, Joseph Cicippio, loaned Oliver money to 
attend Saint Mary's back in the 1960s. Cicippio 
also introduced him to the other two hostages. 

"It's the first case where hostages have ever been 
compensated under the new act we have," he says. 
"You're definitely going to hear more about this 
act. This is another weapon in the arsenal against 
global terrorism." 

Born and raised in Pennsylvania, he was at­
tracted to Saint Mary's for its academic programs 
and, of course, its football team. 

He was not only active in varsity sports, but also 
in other student activities, such as student council 
and the student newspaper, The journal. He gradu­
ated with a Bachelor of Arts Degree in 1967, and 
that same year received the "Outstanding Student 
of the Year Award" from council. 

While a student, he went to a "mixer dance" 
where he met his wife-to-be, Judy O'Dea, who then 
attended Mount Saint Vincent University. They 
married a short time later and had two children, 
Justin and Christine. Both have followed in their 
father's footsteps. Justin is in Washington D.C. 
practicing Intellectual Property, and his daughter 
Christine recently graduated from Villanova Law 
School and is clerking in Montgomery county. 

Oliver graduated from Dalhousie Law School 
in 1970, where he also served as President of the 
school's Domus Legis Society. From there he at­
tended the University of San Francisco and received 
a certificate for courses involving medical malprac­
tice. He then went on to pursue graduate studies 
at Harvard Law School. 

He has been elected to Strathmore's Who's Who 
Registry of Business Leaders, the International 
Who's Who of Professionals, Sterling Who's Who 
of Executives and Marquis Who's Who of Ameri­
can Lawyers. 

Along with holding down a hectic schedule of 
being a lawyer at the state and federal level, he also 
serves on many boards and committees. Presently 
he is part of the Association of Trial Lawyers of 
America/National College of Advocacy (Advocate), 
serves on the Child Development Foundation hon­
ouring disabled and handicapped children, and is 
a member of the American Trial Lawyers Associa­
tion involving civil litigation. He has also served 
for six years as President of the American Cancer 
Society of Norristown. 

When he's not receiving multi-million dollar verdicts as a trial attorney, 
alumnus Skip Oliver makes time for family and friends. Here. he and 
Dave Murphy, also an alumnus, pose for a photo at this year's Superbowl. 

He has been honoured by The Chapel of the Four 
Chaplains for service to the community, by the 
American Red Cross of Montgomery County, and 
for services as Disaster Chairman in 1979. 

"I always think about the good old days as a stu­
dent at Saint Mary's," he laughs. "One story that 
comes to mind is from when we all hung around 
one particular football player's room during our first 
year. Obviously, it was quite noisy and we weren't 
doing our studies. There was a Jesuit priest on each 
floor and we knew the good Reverend would come 
down to stop the commotion, at some point in time. 
We took pins out of the hinges of the door, know­
ing that he would knock on the door and open it 
abruptly and tell us to get back to our own rooms. 
Of course we didn't tell the student in the room that 
we were doing that. As the priest opened the door, 
the door fell in with the good father." 

Oliver attributes his success to the discipline 
employed by the Jesuits, who back then ran the 
teaching and administrative duties at Saint Mary's. 
"They were tough on us, but take a look at everyone 
who was taught by a Jesuit and you will see that all 
of us are very successful people today." 

He is a devoted alumnus, making sure he keeps 
in touch with all his fellow Santamarians from the 
1960s. "Yes, you could say I am a true alumnus. I 
am proud of my school. I learned a lot as a student, 
and I also met some great people." 

He says that each year, he and Dave Murphy, who 
graduated from Saint Mary's with a Bachelor of Arts 
in 1966, travel to see the Superbowl Game. 

Each summer he spends time in his St. Margaret's 
Bay home. And on most days one will find his yard 
full of Saint Mary's alumni all reminiscing about the 
old days. 

"No one needs an invitation at my place," he says. 
"Just drop by and you'll hear some great stories." • 
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Y our alma mater has a 
great image.
