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HISTORICAL SKETCH 
ANO 

PROSPECTUS 

ST. MARY'S COLLEGE was founded about sixty-five years ago 
to provide for the higher education of Catholic boys in the 
cliocece of Halifax. As now, so at .that time, the authorities 
recognized the necessity of . such an institution for the proper 
training of youth, to fit them for the manifold duties of life, rnd 
especially to enable them to make the best of the ,talents with 
which they had been blessed by Providence. 

Like all such institutions, it has had its trials and reverses. 
For over thirty-five years, a struggle for existence was maintained. 
Finally in the early eighties, owing principally to the withdrawal 
of pTOvincial grants, the college was obliged to suspend. 

During a long interval of more than twenty years, effort& were 
unavailing, either to establish a new institution or continue the 
old. Hence, for a whole generation, were we deprived of all the 
fruits that such an -institution bears for the community in which 
it exists. The spirit of loyalty on the part of the people became 
sensibly le~s ,and less, until at the encl of this long lapse of time 
the conviction of the usefulness or. necessity of a college was, to 
all appearances, killed. 

Nevertheless, the authorities were convinced that existing 
colleges did not solve the problem of the higher education of our 
Catholic b.9ys. During the · period which elapsed from the 
suspension -of the old St. Mary's College until its re-establishment, 
a space of twenty years, there were but ,three students for the 
priesthood from the City of Halifax, which boasts a Catholic 
populati,on of nearly twenty thousand. In all the other higher 
walks of life, Catholic boys were ani unknown quantity. The 
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only reason which could explain this state of affairs was that the 
means of the higher education of our Catholic boys were not to 
be had without incurring a,n expenditure deemed out of thr 
question by even willing parents. 

Under most trying and heart-breaking circumstances was the 
resurrection of St. Mary's College attempted by Archbishop 
O'Brien in 1903. The usual difficulties of such an undertaking 
were augmented by nnforseen· obstacles, to deal with which here 
would serve no good purpose Suffice it to say, that having 
surmounted these with indomita,ble courge, H is Grace formally 
opened the in titution in September of that y€ar.' Rev. Edward 
K ennedy was the first Rector, and during his incumbency of the 
office Im worked strenuously to advance the interests of the college, 
and place it on a firm basis. 

It is to be hoped· that the people of ,this city and diocese will 
come to view with one mind this sacred enterprise, sa,cred because 
it is fraught with greatest importance to the people of our 
province and ,to th€ future well-being of our growing generation. 

As for the character of the institution, let it be sairl that that 
will be such as the supporters desire it to be. No effort will be 
spared to place it in a high rank and to entitle its graduates to 
that esteem accorded by men of intellect to those of real worth. 
In times gone by, there have gone forth from the halls of St. 
Mary's College, men who have forged to the front and who have 
honoured their na,tive province. 

Such results can be obtained now. During the past four 
years thirteen students of the new college have :finished their 
cla~sical education and have entered the Seminary fo prosecute 
their studies for the priesthood, and two -of them are now 
ordained. Others of our students have taken honourable 
positions in the banking a,nd commercial life of our city, and we 
hope to see them reflect honour upon ,their Alma Mater, and by 
the pi-obity of their lives bear out the teachings which make the 
Catholic Church such a power for good in the world of to-day. 
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The work of the last eight years has shown a steady growth in 
character. A full collegiate course of studies is being gradually 
provided. All the best features of modern systems are being 
adiopted, and the course of studies, whilst giving ample scope 
for the attainment of literary and classic scholarship, will be so 
shaped as to fit young men for commercial life and for positions 
in the industrial world of to-day. The management of the College 
is not bound by traditional methods, nor hy hard and unbending 
rules. It is alive to the needs of the hour, and if generously 
encouraged and supported, it will meet those needs as the Catholin 
Church -alone can meet them. 

. On July 14, 1911, a Board of Governors, consisting of the 
Archbishop, Rector of College and four other priests and two 
la,ymen, was elected by the priests of the diocese, to act in the 
capacity of an Advisory Board on all matters o-f interest to the 
College. 

It was further resolved by unanimous decision of the priests, 
to have each parish of the Diocese contribute each year a certain 
specific sum for College purposes.

BUILDINGS AND EQUIPMENT 

Solicitous as we may be about the educational standing of our 
college, it must not be forgotten that the financial re,sponsibihty 
is a very serious one. It may be truly said that there is no 
university or college in Cana<la to-day which is not handicapped 
because of lack of means. In Halifax this has more than once 
been .the cause of failure. 

The present college building is a brick and granite structure, 
three stories with basement, about 60x45 ft., erected in 1903 at 
a cost o something over $20,000. This sum was obtained by 
subscription from the people of the diocese of Halifax. The 
building iSI really .a north rear wing of the college as iit was 
proposed. When the boarding institution was opened the property 
at corner of Quinpool Road and Windsor Street was purchased 
and remodelled, the total outlay being, in the neighborhood of 
$7,000. In this building sl~eping accommodation was made for 
sixteen boarding students. 

Three years ago this was found insufficient and a large 
dormitory was finished in the brick building capable of accom­
modating about thirty persons. This improvement was made 
possible by the generosity of the late Miss Genevieve Walsh. 
The ,cost was about $1,600. The number of boarding students 
increased to thirty and now we see ourselves once more compelled 
to enlarge. 

The new building will give ample facilities for carrying on 
thle work; facilities which are sadly needed at the present time. 
Among these may be mentioned the laboratories for physics and 
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chemistry, and provision for other branches needed for the pre­
paratory training of those who may choose the medical or 
engineering professions . 

'rhe physical development of the college students- has not been 
neglected. A large skating rink, costing about $2,000, has been 
built and paid for. The need ,of good, h'ealthful sport for the 
students ill recognized by all persons of sane judgment, and the 
effort of the authorities will always be .to make this sport a meaus 
towards good work and not an end of college life.

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REGULATIONS 

1. rrhe College is not responsible for money or valuables not 
deposited with the Rector. 

2. Applicants for admission must present certificates of good 
character from their pastor or some responsible person. 

3. Their branches of study and classes having been allotted 
them, students cannot discontinue any class except by permission 
of the Rector. 

4. Monthly reports of studies and conduct are furnished the 
parents 10r guardians. 

5. Students are not permitted to leave the College grounds 
without pennission from the Rector. 

6. Those students whose homes are in the city, will be per­
mitted to go home on the last Saturday of each month and remain 
over Sunday. 

· 7. Each ~tudent should have two suits of clothing and two

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EXAMINATIONS 

Examinations are held just b~fore the Christmas vacation, and 
before the close of the ·school year. Each of these ex minafons 
counts 1one-third of year's possible marks. Examinations in 
October, November, February, March and April or May ( 5), 
count for the remaining third. 

To pass from one year to another it is necessary to obtain an 
average of 50% for the year's work in the subjects set down as 
necessary. 

Nothing less than 50 % will be taken for English, Latin or 
Mathematics. 

Any one failing in one subject may ask for a supplementary 
examination at beginn·ing of the following scholastic year. 

To , obta1n honors for the year's work a student must have 
75·% on the year's examinations. 

Those failing on year's examinations m High School work 
may pass the Provincial Examinations, certificates for which passes 
will ,be received and deemed equivalent to the passes in High 
School examinations of corresponding grades.

DEGREES · 

By a charter granted to St. Mary's College by the Legislatur~ 
of Nova Scotia it is empowered to confer degrees. Since the 
reorganization of the institution in 1903 the work was necessarily 
of a prepar.atory ,order because the students applying were th-0se 
who had in most cases only commenced a High School course. 
Now it is deemed opportune to aim at something higher than the 
provincial grades and to introduce the work of an Arts Course. 
Thiis course shall consist at present of a period of class and study 
extending over three years, the matriculation for which shall be 
the usual examination for Pro:vincial Grade B. Any one holding 
a certificate of this grade of scholarship will be exempted from 

the matriculation examination. 

The first year of college work will thus correspond with work 
prescribed for Provincial Grade A. 'l'o any one who posseS!\es a 
certificate for Grade A and who makes an average of 60% on the 
work of two succeeding years, no paper to fall below 50%, the 
degree of Bachelor of Arts will be granted. The degree requires 
an examination in each of the two years on a set of papers covering 
at least six ,subjects, including Latin, French or Greek, Mathe­
matics, English, Philosophy and Science. _.
