THE 1874 FOOTBALL SCENE
AT SAINT MARY'S UNIVERSITY

With only fourteen players returning from
the National Championship Team to this
year's edition of the Football Team, the
1974 Huskies faced an uphill battle.
Twenty-two players were in their first year
with the team.

Two close exhibition loses to St. F.X. and
Acadia - games in which the coaching staff
experimented with personnel and positions
- indicated that there was potential. The
Huskies realized that potential by the first
conference game of the year and stumbled
only once, losing to Acadia Axemen on a
last minute field goal in the regular
season's last game.

This set the stage for the sudden-death
league final on Acadia’s home field.

Head Coach Al Keith summed up
the loss, “There were several fac-
tors contributing to our fourth quar-
ter letdown. The major one was our
failure to consistently move the
football. The defense did a tremean-
dous job, but just got tired out
physically and emotionally. A first
guarter injury to offensive star
Angelo Santucci took a lot out of
our offensive drive and losing
Mike Kirkpatrick in the third quarter
further reduced our effectiveness.”
"Concentration and momentum
are two intangibles that are major
factors in football. Qur team lost
some concentration on assign-
ments in the later part of the game
and the Blues got momentum. The
fourth quarter of the Bowl Game
was the only sour point of the 1974
season of our young team."

The 1974-75 Season for the -
BasketbaH Huskies could be con-
sidered by many their greatest ever.
After taking on the toughest schedule
in Canada, the Huskies outdistanced
their CIAU opponents to a record of 24
wins and only four losses. The season
was captioned with the AUAA Cham-
plonship on March 1st at the Halifax
Forum with an B83-77 victory over
Acadia, and further highlighted with -
two wins at the CIAU National Tour-
nament in Waterloo.

The Huskies dropper one game at




the tournament, that being to this
year's host and eventual champion
Waterloo Warriors in the semi-finai
game. QOutstanding highlights for the
team were their big wins over five
nationally ranked teams from six other
conferances across the nation, as the
Huskies toppled Manitoba, Lauran-
tian, Sir George Williams, Mount
Allison, Guelph, Lakehead, and British
Columbia. Within the AUAA, the team
compiled an outstanding thirteen and
one record and was ranked second or
third Nationally for the entire season.
This years squad boasted eight
league Ileading categories
statistically and set a new all-time
league rebounding effort with 519
season rebounds.

Mickey Fox was the nation’s leading
scorer averaging 29.5 ppg while Lee
Thomas and John Dye finished one-
two in the Conference rebounding.
For Thomas it was his third con-
secutive year as the league's top
board man, averaging better than

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twelve per game. Both Fox and
Thomas were selected to all Canadian
teams and Greg Redding was salectad
as the outstanding player combining
ability, character and sportsmanship
in the AUAA. The Huskie Co-captain
was presented with the Danny
Seamen Memarial Trophy at the AUAA
Championships in March.

Coach Brian Heansy increased his
CIAU competitive recerd to 77-18
giving him one of the outstanding win-
ning percentages (B810) in Collega
Basketball, He guided the Huskies to
the National Tournament for the third
consecutive season, the only team in
the country to do so and their national
tournament record of 6 and 2 over that
span represents the most victories for
any school in Canada over the last
four seasons in ClAU National Com-
petition.

There were two divisions with an interlocking
schedule. The season lasted from November 4 to
April 2, however SMU did not register a team un-
til November 18, so some matches had to be
made up. Each match lasted approximately 3 1/2
to 4 hours with 9 individual matches and 1
doubles match. Each of the 10 matches were 2
out of 3. There was a team registered in Division
B but it had to drop out of the league after about
a month because it was registered late and
found it impossible to make up the past matches
scheduled for November.

QOutstanding for the year was in singles; Carl
Chan with an individual record of 344. In
Doubles, the team of Carl and Sam Cheuk lost
only a single match throughout the entire
season (9-1).
