prezent. circumstances, suifice
irom one in the office which [
hold—if that office have aony
mitaning.

We often hear the aﬁaenlun

In 1906 he was elected
preistant to the new genoral, Very
Reverenc Father Wernz., By this
time he had mastered the TItalian,
Spanigh, and to some extent the
Fnglish languages.
