Saint Mary's has seen many innovations this
year; the coming of a new President, the
Promize of a new campus al the conclusion of
the war, the retirement from the Senior Rughy
field and now the formation of a Students
Union. This latter event is unigue in the his-
tory of Saint Mary's Cellege, Never before,
dithough the need has long been felt, has there
been o central organization, superior to but not
replacing the various facully societies, which
tould look after the inieresis of the student
body as a whole.. Never hefore haz there been
an official intermediary bhetween the student
body and the facully, which lack has often
resulted in misunderstandings and unsatisfac-
tory decizions.

The newly elected officers are to be con-
gratulated, bul even more so is the student body
to be congratulated on the manner in which
the elections were held. Faculty affiliations
were apparently forgotten (although an En-
gineer sits in Lhe President’s seat!) and the
best men were chosen,

Ome of the main purposes behind the forma-

tion of the Students’ Union was te overcome
the prevelent tendency in the school to form
faculty “cliques”. The atmosphere in which an
Artsman, a Commerceman or an DEngineer is
first of all an Artsman, 3 Commerceman or En-
gineer and only secondly a Santamarian, is
destructive to School Spirit. An example of the
eorrect attitude hns been shown by Ray Beek,
new President of the Students” Union, who has
resigned as President of the Engineering So-
ciely in ovder that he might more capably ful-
fill his new dulies.

The meetings of the Union will give the
representatives of the various eclazses a chance
to express their views, It will be not only of
practical value as a means of organizing the
more imporfant school funetions and setiling
disputes, but it will also contribute to that
training in leadership that is being stressed
more and more at Saint Mary's,

Father Reclor and the mombers of the
farulty are to be thanked and eongratulated
on their generosity and broadmindedness in this
matter. The powers of the Students' Union
are to be very great and only that complete
trust in the ahility and commonsense of the
students, which ix so much appreciated, could
make such an organization possible. Even the
constitution iz to be composed and eodified by
the Council itzelf, and then submitted to the
faculty for approval.

The foundations have well been laid. The
erection of a strong and permaneni structure
depends now upon the co-operation of every
=aint Mary's stndent. Make use of the Stu-
dents” Union! Make it an important and vital
part of College life! An opportumity has bheen
given us, not enjoyed by former Saint Mary’s

There will be difficulties and disagreements
to overcome. Already criticism has raised iis
sinister heid. This iz but nmatural at the be-
ginning [or jealousy is a powerful insticator
and everyone cannot be a member of the
Couneil.

This bowuk i2 Dmporiant to Cana-
diang not only as o valuable addition
to Canada’s meaprs nombor of
originul antobiographics but cepeci-
ally because it is the fivst complete
gtory and the firet printing of the
autobivgraphy of Camada’s fivrgt na-
tive moet,

Oliver Goldsmith, grand nephew
of the author of “The Deserted ViI-
Iape” and “The Viear of Wakefield™
wad born in 1794 in the little willage
of &t Andrews in New Brunswick:
In 1820 he publizhed his poem “Lhe
Rising Village® which placed him
amnng  Canada's: greatest Fmglish
spesking poets. Inm “The Rising
Village" he depicted lhe struggle of
the loyalista of the American Revo-
lution Eo earve a home Tor them-
selves out of the Canadian wilderness.

The new book iz short, comprising
T8 puges of which only 24 are taleen
up with the autobiography while the
remaining pages arc  [led with
voluminoas nobes, The book  ahould
have a special interest to Halipen-
iang because il is edited and notated
by Rev. Wilfred E. Myatt, C.J.M.,
M.A. of Chureh Point who wag born
in Dartmouth. TFather Mwatt redis-
eovered the autoblography in the
pegseasion of Mrs, T, Goldamith
Tufts of Kentville and, after 8 great
deal of reasarch, wsed it ae a thasis
for his Master's Degroe,

The story of Golésmith's 1i7e-and
wirrks 18 one which, up to the pihli-
cation of Father Myall's scholurly
work, has heen friagmoniary dnd in-
complete: Canadismg penerady have
paid ageant attention ‘to thig mile-
atone in the history of cur litera-
ture;. It is to be hopad that the
antobingraphy will help promiote =
reawakening of interest In (Be de-
velepment of Canadian letters.

This book will be an imporiaot
addition to the library of sny oo
honeatly interested in Canada and
its literatare. T6 should provide an
interesting sidellght for ail on Can-
adian life ard costomus in the early
part of the 19th century.
